Officer comments

The Applicant seeks approval for alterations and additions to Newport Surf Life Saving Club, including
partial demolition of the existing Newport SLSC building and part of the existing carpark; construction
of a new two-storey northern wing including new storage facilities on the ground floor which extend
into the existing beach carpark area. Any impact on loss of car parking spaces is to be approved by
Council's Traffic Engineer. Stormwater to be connected to existing internal drainage system.
Development Engineering support the proposal, subject to conditions as recommended.

The applicant is to submit Stormwater Engineering Plans for the new development within this
development consent, prepared by an appropriately qualified and practicing Civil Engineer, indicating all
details relevant to the collection and disposal of stormwater from the site, buildings, paved areas and
where appropriate adjacent catchments. Stormwater shall be conveyed from the site to the existing
drainage system.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Certifier for approval prior to the issue of
the Construction Certificate.

Reason: To ensure appropriate provision for disposal and stormwater management arising from the
development.

CONDITIONS TO BE COMPLIED WITH DURING DEMOLITION AND BUILDING WORK

Road Reserve
The applicant shall ensure the public footways and roadways adjacent to the site are maintained in a
safe condition at all times during the course of the work.
