specified within the submitted BASIX Certificate (demonstrated compliance upon
plans/specifications is required prior to the issue of the Construction Certificate);

(c) A sign must be erected in a prominent position on any site on which building work,
subdivision work or demolition work is being carried out:
(i) showing the name, address and telephone number of the Principal Certifier

for the work, and
 (ii) showing the name of the principal contractor (if any) for any building work and

a telephone number on which that person may be contacted outside working
hours, and

 (iii) stating that unauthorised entry to the work site is prohibited. 
Any such sign is to be maintained while the building work, subdivision work or
demolition work is being carried out, but must be removed when the work has been
completed. 

(d) Residential building work within the meaning of the Home Building Act 1989 must not

In this clause, allotment of land includes a public road and any other public place.

Reason: Legislative requirement.

6. General requirements (Demolition):
(a) Unless authorised by Council: 
Demolition and excavation works are restricted to: 

8.00 am to 5.00 pm Monday to Friday only. 

(Excavation work includes the use of any excavation machinery and the use of jackhammers,
rock breakers, excavators, loaders and the like, regardless of whether the activities disturb or
alter the natural state of the existing ground stratum or are breaking up/removing materials
from the site). 

(b) At all times after the submission a Notice of Commencement to Council, a copy of the
Development Consent is to remain onsite at all times until completion of demolition works. The
consent shall be available for perusal of any Authorised Officer. 

(c) Where demolition works have been completed and new construction works have not
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commenced within 4 weeks of the completion of the demolition works that area affected by the
demolition works shall be fully stabilised and the site must be maintained in a safe and clean
state until such time as new construction works commence. 

(d) Onsite toilet facilities (being either connected to the sewer or an accredited sewer
management facility) for workers are to be provided for construction sites at a rate of 1 per 20
persons. 

(e) The applicant shall bear the cost of all works that occur on Council’s property. 

(f) No building, demolition, excavation or material of any nature shall be placed on Council’s
footpaths, roadways, parks or grass verges without Council Approval.

(g) Demolition materials and builders' wastes are to be removed to approved waste/recycling
centres.

(h) All sound producing plant, equipment, machinery or fittings will not exceed more than
5dB(A) above the background level when measured from any property boundary and will
comply with the Environment Protection Authority’s NSW Industrial Noise Policy. ) 

(i) No trees or native shrubs or understorey vegetation on public property (footpaths, roads,
reserves, etc.) or on the land to be developed shall be removed or damaged during
construction unless specifically approved in this consent including for the erection of any
fences, hoardings or other temporary works.

Reason: To ensure that works do not interfere with reasonable amenity expectations of
residents and the community.

7. General Requirements
(a) Unless authorised by Council:

Building construction and delivery of material hours are restricted to: 
7.00 am to 5.00 pm inclusive Monday to Friday,
8.00 am to 1.00 pm inclusive on Saturday,
No work on Sundays and Public Holidays.

Demolition and excavation works are restricted to:  
8.00 am to 5.00 pm Monday to Friday only.

(Excavation work includes the use of any excavation machinery and the use of
jackhammers, rock breakers, excavators, loaders and the like, regardless of whether
the activities disturb or alter the natural state of the existing ground stratum or are
breaking up/removing materials from the site).

(b) Should any asbestos be uncovered on site, its demolition and removal must be carried
out in accordance with WorkCover requirements and the relevant Australian
Standards.

(c) At all times after the submission the Notice of Commencement to Council, a copy of
the Development Consent and Construction Certificate is to remain onsite at all times
until the issue of an Occupation Certificate. The consent shall be available for perusal
of any Authorised Officer. 

(d) Where demolition works have been completed and new construction works have not
commenced within 4 weeks of the completion of the demolition works that area
affected by the demolition works shall be fully stabilised and the site must be
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maintained in a safe and clean state until such time as new construction works
commence.  

(e) Onsite toilet facilities (being either connected to the sewer or an accredited sewer
management facility) for workers are to be provided for construction sites at a rate of 1
per 20 persons. 

(f) Prior to the release of the Construction Certificate, payment of the following is
required:
i) Long Service Levy - Payment should be made to Service NSW (online or in

person) or alternatively to Northern Beaches Council in person at a Customer
Service Centre. Payment is not required where the value of the works is less
than $250,000. The Long Service Levy is calculated on 0.25% of the building
and construction work. The levy rate and level in which it applies is subject to
legislative change. The applicable fee at the time of payment of the Long
Service Levy will apply. 

ii) Section 7.11 or Section 7.12 Contributions Plan – Payment must be made to
Northern Beaches Council. Where the subject land to which the development
is proposed is subject to either a Section 7.11 or 7.12 Contributions Plan, any
contribution to which the development is liable under the respective plan that
applies is to be paid to Council.  The outstanding contribution will be indexed
at time of payment in accordance with the relevant Contributions Plan.

iii) Housing and Productivity Contribution - Payment must be made on the NSW
Planning Portal for development to which this contribution applies. The
amount payable is subject to indexation at the time of payment.

(g) The applicant shall bear the cost of all works associated with the development that
occurs on Council’s property. 

(h) No skip bins, building materials, demolition or excavation waste of any nature, and no
hoist, plant or machinery (crane, concrete pump or lift) shall be placed on Council’s
footpaths, roadways, parks or grass verges without Council Approval.

(i) Demolition materials and builders' wastes are to be removed to approved
waste/recycling centres.

(j) No trees or native shrubs or understorey vegetation on public property (footpaths,
roads, reserves, etc.), on the land to be developed, or within adjoining properties, shall
be removed or damaged during excavation or construction unless specifically
approved in this consent including for the erection of any fences, hoardings or other
temporary works.

(k) Prior to the commencement of any development onsite for:
i) Building/s that are to be erected

 ii) Building/s that are situated in the immediate vicinity of a public place and is
dangerous to persons or property on or in the public place

 iii) Building/s that are to be demolished
 iv) For any work/s that is to be carried out
 v) For any work/s that is to be demolished

The person responsible for the development site is to erect or install on or around the
development area such temporary structures or appliances (wholly within the
development site) as are necessary to protect persons or property and to prevent
unauthorised access to the site in order for the land or premises to be maintained in a
safe or healthy condition. Upon completion of the development, such temporary
structures or appliances are to be removed within 7 days.
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(l) A “Road Opening Permit” must be obtained from Council, and all appropriate charges
paid, prior to commencement of any work on Council property. The owner/applicant
shall be responsible for all public utilities and services in the area of the work, shall
notify all relevant Authorities, and bear all costs associated with any repairs and/or
adjustments as those Authorities may deem necessary.

(m) The works must comply with the relevant Ausgrid Network Standards and SafeWork
NSW Codes of Practice.

(n) Requirements for new swimming pools/spas or existing swimming pools/spas affected
by building works.
(1) Child resistant fencing is to be provided to any swimming pool or lockable

cover to any spa containing water and is to be consistent  with the following;

Relevant legislative requirements and relevant Australian Standards
(including but not limited) to:
(i) Swimming Pools Act 1992 

 (ii) Swimming Pools Amendment Act 2009 
 (iii) Swimming Pools Regulation 2018
 (iv) Australian Standard AS1926 Swimming Pool Safety 
 (v) Australian Standard AS1926.1 Part 1: Safety barriers for swimming

pools 
 (vi) Australian Standard AS1926.2 Part 2: Location of safety barriers for

swimming pools. 
(2) A 'KEEP WATCH' pool safety and aquatic based emergency sign, issued by

Royal Life Saving is to be displayed in a prominent position within the
pool/spa area.  

 (3) Filter backwash waters shall be conveyed to the Sydney Water sewerage
system in sewered areas or managed on-site in unsewered areas in a
manner that does not cause pollution, erosion or run off, is separate from the
irrigation area for any wastewater system and is separate from any onsite
stormwater management system. 

 (4) Swimming pools and spas must be registered with the Division of Local
Government.

Reason: To ensure that works do not interfere with reasonable amenity expectations of
residents and the community.

FEES / CHARGES / CONTRIBUTIONS

8. Policy Controls
Northern Beaches Section 7.12 Contributions Plan 2022

A monetary contribution of $6,270.00 is payable to Northern Beaches Council for the provision
of local infrastructure and services pursuant to section 7.12 of the Environmental Planning &
Assessment Act 1979 and the Northern Beaches Section 7.12 Contributions Plan (as
amended).

The monetary contribution is based on a development cost of $627,000.00.

The total amount payable will be adjusted at the time the payment is made, in accordance with
the provisions of the Northern Beaches Section 7.12 Contributions Plan (as amended).
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Details demonstrating compliance, by way of written receipts issued by Council, are to be
submitted to the Certifier prior to issue of any Construction Certificate or, if relevant, the
Subdivision Certificate (whichever occurs first).

A copy of the Contributions Plan is available for inspection at 725 Pittwater Road, Dee Why or
on Council’s website at Northern Beaches Council - Development Contributions.

Reason: To provide for contributions in accordance with the Contribution Plan to fund the
provision of new or augmented local infrastructure and services.

9. Security Bond

A bond (determined from cost of works) of $2,000 and an inspection fee in accordance with
Council's Fees and Charges paid as security are required to ensure the rectification of any
damage that may occur to the Council infrastructure contained within the road reserve
adjoining the site as a result of construction or the transportation of materials and equipment to
and from the development site.

An inspection fee in accordance with Council adopted fees and charges (at the time of
payment) is payable for each kerb inspection as determined by Council (minimum (1) one
inspection).

All bonds and fees shall be deposited with Council prior to Construction Certificate or
demolition work commencing, and details demonstrating payment are to be submitted to the
Certifier prior to the issue of the Construction Certificate.

To process the inspection fee and bond payment a Bond Lodgement Form must be completed
with the payments (a copy of the form is attached to this consent and alternatively a copy is
located on Council's website at www.northernbeaches.nsw.gov.au).

Reason: To ensure adequate protection of Council's infrastructure.

BUILDING WORK – BEFORE ISSUE OF A CONSTRUCTION CERTIFICATE

10. Building components and structural soundness
B1 - All new development below the Flood Planning Level of 13.50m AHD shall be designed
and constructed from flood compatible materials.  

B2 -A suitably qualified structural engineer is to certify the structural integrity of the shelter in
place up to the Probable Maximum Flood level of 14.66m AHD, and the remainder of the new
development up to the Flood Planning Level of 13.50m AHD. The depth, velocity, debris load,
wave action, buoyancy and immersion must all be considered.

B3 - All new and existing electrical equipment, power points, wiring and connections must be
located above the Flood Planning Level of 13.50m AHD, protected from flood water or have
residual current devices installed to cut electricity supply during flood events. 

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier for approval.

Reason: To reduce the impact of flooding and flood liability on owners and occupiers of flood-
prone property and reduce public and private losses in accordance with Council and NSW
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Government policy.

11. Floor levels
C1 - New floor levels within the development shall be set at or above the Flood Planning Level
13.50m AHD.

C3 - The underfloor area of the dwelling below the 1% AEP flood level is to be designed to
allow clear passage of floodwaters.  At least 50% of the perimeter of the underfloor area must
be of an open design from the natural ground level up to the 1% AEP flood level. 

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier for approval.

Reason: To reduce the impact of flooding and flood liability on owners and occupiers of flood-
prone property and reduce public and private losses in accordance with Council and NSW
Government policy.

12. Emergency response
E1 - The shelter-in-place refuge must:

a) Have a floor level at or above the Probable Maximum Flood level of 14.66m AHD; and
b) Have a floor space that provides at least 1m² per person; and
c) Be intrinsically accessible to all people on the site, plainly evident, and self-directing,

with sufficient capacity of access routes for all occupants without reliance on electrical
means.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier for approval.

Reason: To reduce the impact of flooding and flood liability on owners and occupiers of flood-
prone property and reduce public and private losses in accordance with Council and NSW
Government policy.
 

13. Storage of Goods
Storage areas for hazardous or potentially polluting materials shall not be located below the
Flood Planning Level of 13.50m AHD unless adequately protected from floodwaters in
accordance with industry standards.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier for approval.

Reason: To reduce the impact of flooding and flood liability on owners and occupiers of flood-
prone property and reduce public and private losses in accordance with Council and NSW
Government policy.

14. Stormwater Disposal
The applicant is to submit Stormwater Engineering Plans for the new development within this
development consent in accordance with AS/NZS 3500 and Council's Water Management for
Development Policy, prepared by an appropriately qualified and practicing Civil or Hydraulic
Engineer  who has membership to Engineers Australia, National Engineers Register (NER) or
Professionals Australia (RPENG) , indicating all details relevant to the collection and disposal
of stormwater from the site, buildings, paved areas and where appropriate adjacent
catchments. Stormwater shall be conveyed from the site to an existing approved system.
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Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Certifier for approval prior to the
issue of the Construction Certificate.

Reason: To ensure appropriate provision for disposal of stormwater management arising from
the development.

15. Off Street Parking Design
The Applicant shall submit a design for the parking facility in accordance with the relevant
provisions of Australian/New Zealand Standard AS/NZS 2890.1:2004 parking facilities - Off-
street car parking, in particular Section 2.4.5 Physical Controls and Section 2.6 Design of
Domestic Driveways. 

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to the
issue of the Construction Certificate.

Reason: Compliance with this consent.

16. Vehicle Access & Parking
All internal driveways, vehicle turning areas, garages and vehicle parking space/loading bay
dimensions must be designed and constructed to comply with the relevant section of AS 2890
(Off-street Parking standards).
The development is to provide the following number of parking spaces:

81 parking spaces (paved and line-marked)
10 parking spaces for overflow parking
38 bicycle parking spaces (19 double sided bike racks)

Reason: To ensure compliance with Australian Standards relating to manoeuvring, access and
parking of vehicle.

17. Stormwater Drainage Disposal
The stormwater drainage systems for the development are to be designed, installed and
maintained in accordance with Council’s Water Management for Development Policy.

All stormwater drainage systems must comply with the requirements of Council’s Water
Management for Development Policy. Any recommendations identified within a Geotechnical
Report relevant to the development are to be incorporated into the design of the stormwater
drainage system. Details demonstrating compliance from a qualified and practising Civil
Engineer and where relevant a Geotechnical Engineer must be submitted to and approved by
the Certifier prior to the issue of a Construction Certificate.

When the proposed discharge point for the development in this consent cannot strictly comply
with the Water Management for Development Policy, the Applicant must apply to verify the
proposed discharge point by gaining Council approval via a Stormwater Drainage Application.
Council approval must be provided to the Certifier prior to the issue of a Construction
Certificate when a Stormwater Drainage Application is required. The Stormwater Drainage
Application form can be found on Council’s website.

Compliance with this condition must not result in variations to the approved development or
additional tree removal. 

Reason: To ensure satisfactory management of stormwater.
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18. Installation and Maintenance of Sediment Control
Prior to any works commencing on site, including demolition, an erosion and sediment control
plan must be prepared by a suitably qualified person in accordance with the following
documents and provided to the Principal Certifier:

1. Council’s relevant development control plan, 
2. The guidelines set out in the NSW Department of Housing manual ‘Managing Urban

Stormwater: Soils and Construction Certificate’ (the Blue Book) (as amended from time
to time), and

3. The ‘Do it Right On-Site, Soil and Water Management for the Construction Industry'
(Southern Sydney Regional Organisation of Councils and the Natural Heritage Trust)
(as amended from time to time).

Techniques used for erosion and sediment control on site are to be adequately maintained and
monitored at all times, particularly after periods of rain, and shall remain in proper operation
until all development activities have been completed and the site is sufficiently stabilised with
vegetation.

Reason: To ensure no substance other than rainwater enters the stormwater system and
waterways.

19. Compliance with standards (Demolition):
The development is required to be carried out in accordance with all relevant Australian
Standards. 

Details demonstrating compliance with the relevant Australian Standard are to be submitted to
Council prior to the  commencement of demolition works.
 
Reason: To ensure the development is constructed in accordance with appropriate standards.

20. Compliance with Standards
The development is required to be carried out in accordance with all relevant Australian
Standards. 

Details demonstrating compliance with the relevant Australian Standard are to be submitted to
the Certifier prior to the issue of the Construction Certificate. 
 
Reason: To ensure the development is constructed in accordance with appropriate standards.

21. Waste Management Plan
A Waste Management Plan must be prepared for this development. The Plan must be in
accordance with the Development Control Plan.

Details demonstrating compliance must be provided to the Certifier prior to the issue of the
Construction Certificate.

Reason: To ensure that any demolition and construction waste, including excavated material, is
reused, recycled or disposed of in an environmentally friendly manner.

DURING BUILDING WORK

22. Road Reserve
The applicant shall ensure the public footways and roadways adjacent to the site are
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maintained in a safe condition at all times during the course of the work.

Reason: Public safety.

23. Installation and Maintenance of Sediment and Erosion Controls
Council proactively regulates construction sites for sediment management.

Sediment and erosion controls must be installed in accordance with Landcom’s ‘Managing
Urban Stormwater: Soils and Construction’ (2004) and the Erosion and Sediment Control Plan
prior to commencement of any other works on site.

Erosion and sediment controls are to be adequately maintained and monitored at all times,
particularly after periods of rain, and shall remain in proper operation until all development
activities have been completed and vegetation cover has been re-established across 70
percent of the site, and the remaining areas have been stabilised with ongoing measures such
as jute mesh or matting.

Reason: To protect the receiving environment.

24. Traffic Management
Traffic management procedures and systems must be in place and practised during the course
of the project to ensure safety and minimise the effect on adjoining pedestrian and vehicular
traffic systems. These procedures and systems must be in accordance with AS 1742.3 2009
Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices and Council’s Development Control Plans. 

Note: A plan of traffic management is to be submitted to and approved by the Principal Certifier.

Reason: To ensure pedestrian safety and continued efficient network operation.

25. Staff and Contractor Parking
The applicant is to make provision for parking for all construction staff and contractors for the
duration of the project. All Staff and Contractors are to use the on-site parking.

Reason: To ensure minimum impact of construction activity on local parking amenity.

26. Ongoing Management
The applicant shall be responsible in ensuring that the road reserve remains in a serviceable
state during the course of the demolition and building works.

Reason: To ensure public safety.

27. Removing, Handling and Disposing of Asbestos
Any asbestos material arising from the demolition process shall be removed and disposed of in
accordance with the following requirements:

Work Health and Safety Act;
Work Health and Safety Regulation;
Code of Practice for the Safe Removal of Asbestos [NOHSC:2002 (1998)];
Guide to the Control of Asbestos Hazards in Buildings and Structures [NOHSC: 3002
(1998);
Clause 42 of the Protection of the Environment Operations (Waste) Regulation 2005;
and
The demolition must be undertaken in accordance with Australian Standard AS2601 –
The Demolition of Structures.
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Reason: For the protection of the environment and human health.

28. Waste Management During Development
The reuse, recycling or disposal of waste during works must be done generally in accordance
with the Waste Management Plan for this development.

Details demonstrating compliance must be submitted to the Principal Certifier.

Reason: To ensure demolition and construction waste is recycled or reused and to limit landfill.

BEFORE ISSUE OF THE OCCUPATION CERTIFICATE

29. Certification of Works as Executed
A suitably qualified engineer and/or registered surveyor is to certify that the completed works
have been constructed in accordance with this consent and the approved plans with respect to
the following:

1. Floor levels for ground floor, shelter in place refuge are set at or above the required
level

2. There has been no filling on the land other than what has been approved
3. Openings are provided under floor areas where required for the free passage of flood

waters 

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to the
issue of the Occupation Certificate.

Reason: To reduce the impact of flooding and flood liability on owners and occupiers of flood-
prone property and reduce public and private losses in accordance with Council and NSW
Government policy.

30. Building Components and Structural Soundness
B2 - A suitably qualified structural engineer is to certify the structural integrity of the shelter in
place up to the Probable Maximum Flood level of 14.66m AHD, and the remainder of the new
development up to the Flood Planning Level of 13.50m AHD. The depth, velocity, debris load,
wave action, buoyancy and immersion must all be considered.

B3 - A suitably qualified electrician or contractor is to certify that all new and existing electrical
equipment, power points, wiring and connections are located above the Flood Planning Level
of 13.50m AHD, are protected from flood water or have residual current devices installed to cut
electricity supply during flood events. 

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to the
issue of the Occupation Certificate.

Reason: To reduce the impact of flooding and flood liability on owners and occupiers of flood-
prone property and reduce public and private losses in accordance with Council and NSW
Government policy.

31. Stormwater Disposal
The stormwater drainage works shall be certified as compliant with all relevant Australian
Standards and Codes by a suitably qualified person. Details demonstrating compliance are to
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be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to the issue of an Occupation Certificate. 

Reason: To ensure appropriate provision for the disposal of stormwater arising from the
development.

32. Signage and Linemarking – Implementation
The proposed 81 parking spaces are to be paved and line-marked in accordance with AS 2890
(Off-street Parking standards). These works are to be completed prior to the issue of an
Occupation Certificate.

Reason: To ensure compliance with the Australian Standards.

33. Certification of Off Street Parking Works
The Applicant shall submit a certificate from a suitably qualified person certifiying that the
parking facility was constructed in accordance within this development consent and the
relevant provisions of Australian/New Zealand Standard AS/NZS 2890.1:2004 parking facilities
- Off-street car parking, in particular Section 2.4.5 Physical Controls and Section 2.6 Design of
Domestic Driveways. 

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to the
issue of the Occupation Certificate.

Reason: Compliance with this consent.

34. Unit Numbering for Multi Unit Developments (Residential, Commercial and Industrial)
The units within the development are to be numbered in accordance with NSW Address Policy
and User Manual.

In this regard, the numbering is to be as per the Unit Numbering for Multi Unit Development
Table available on Council's website Unit Numbering for Multi-Unit Developments Form

External directional signage is to be erected on site at driveway entry points and on buildings
and is to reflect the numbering in the table provided.  Unit numbering signage is also required
on stairway access doors and lobby entry doors.

It is essential that all signage throughout the complex is clear to assist emergency service
providers in locating a destination within the development with ease and speed, in the event of
an emergency.

Details are to be submitted with any Occupation Certificate or Strata Subdivision Certificate
certifying that the numbering has been implemented in accordance with this condition and the
Unit Numbering for Multi Unit Development Table.

Reason: To ensure consistent numbering for emergency services access.

35. Waste Management Confirmation
Prior to the issue of an Occupation Certificate, evidence / documentation must be submitted to
the Principal Certifier that all waste material from the development site arising from demolition
and/or construction works has been appropriately recycled, reused or disposed of generally in
accordance with the approved Waste Management Plan.

Reason: To ensure demolition and construction waste is recycled or reused and to limit landfill.
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ON-GOING CONDITIONS THAT MUST BE COMPLIED WITH AT ALL TIMES

36. Flood Management
Flood Emergency Response (E1)
Appropriate access to the shelter in place refuge is to be maintained at all times from all areas
within the development and it must contain as a minimum: sufficient clean water for all
occupants; portable radio with spare batteries; torch with spare batteries; and a first aid kit.

Reason: To reduce the impact of flooding and flood liability on owners and occupiers of flood-
prone property and reduce public and private losses in accordance with Council and NSW
Government policy.

37. Waste Collection
Liquid and solid wastes generated on the site must be collected, transported and disposed of
in accordance with the requirements of the Protection of the Environment Operations Act 1997.
Records must be kept of all waste disposal from the site.

Material to be removed from the site must be source separated on site to maximise recycling,
and the material disposed of to an appropriate disposal and recycling facility in accordance with
the approved Waste Management Plan.

Reason: To ensure waste generated by the site is disposed of safely and in accordance with
the relevant standards and controls.

38. Allocation of Spaces
The car parking spaces shall be provided, made accessible, and maintained, at all times. The
spaces shall be allocated as follows:

Commercial - 
81 parking spaces (paved and line-marked)

Overflow Parking -
10 parking spaces for overflow parking

Bicycle Parking - 
38 bicycle parking spaces (19 double sided bike racks)

Car-parking provided shall be used solely in conjunction with the uses contained within the
development.  Each commercial car parking space shall be line marked.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to the
issue of the Occupation Certificate.

Reason: To ensure that adequate parking facilities to service the development are provided on
site.

39. Hours of Operation
The hours of operation are to be restricted to:

Monday to Sunday (Including Public Holidays) – 5:00am to 10:00pm  

Reason: Information to ensure that amenity of the surrounding locality is maintained.
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40. No Illumination
No consent is given or implied for any form of illumination or floodlighting to any sign or building
or other external areas other than that approved.

Reason: To ensure appropriate forms of illumination that are consistent with Council’s controls,
and do not interfere with amenity of nearby properties.

General advisory notes

This consent contains the conditions imposed by the consent authority which are to be complied with
when carrying out the approved development. It is an offence under the EP&A Act to carry out
development that is not in accordance with this consent. However, this consent is not an exhaustive
list of all obligations which may relate to the carrying out of the development under the EP&A Act,
EP&A Regulation and other legislation.

Some of these additional obligations are set out in the Conditions of development consent: advisory
notes, which has been uploaded to the NSW Planning Portal as a separate document. The consent
should be read together with the advisory notes to ensure the development is carried out lawfully.

Building work means any physical activity involved in the erection of a building.

Certifier means a council or a person that is registered to carry out certification work under the
Building and Development Certifiers Act 2018.

Construction certificate means a certificate to the effect that building work completed in accordance
with specified plans and specifications or standards will comply with the requirements of the EP&A
Regulation and Environmental Planning and Assessment (Development Certification and Fire Safety)
Regulation 2021.

Council means Northern Beaches Council.

Court means the Land and Environment Court of NSW.
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EPA means the NSW Environment Protection Authority.

EP&A Act means the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979.

EP&A Regulation means the Environmental Planning and Assessment Regulation 2021.

Independent Planning Commission means Independent Planning Commission of New South Wales
constituted by section 2.7 of the EP&A Act.

Local planning panel means Northern Beaches Local Planning Panel.

Occupation certificate means a certificate that authorises the occupation and use of a new building
or a change of building use for an existing building in accordance with this consent.

Principal certifier means the certifier appointed as the principal certifier for building work or
subdivision work under section 6.6(1) or 6.12(1) of the EP&A Act respectively.

Site work means any work that is physically carried out on the land to which the development the
subject of this development consent is to be carried out, including but not limited to building work,
subdivision work, demolition work, clearing of vegetation or remediation work.

Stormwater drainage system means all works and facilities relating to: the collection of stormwater,
the reuse of stormwater,
the detention of stormwater,
the controlled release of stormwater, and
connections to easements and public stormwater systems.

Strata certificate means a certificate in the approved form issued under Part 4 of the Strata Schemes
Development Act 2015 that authorises the registration of a strata plan, strata plan of subdivision or
notice of conversion.

Subdivision certificate means a certificate that authorises the registration of a plan of subdivision
under Part 23 of the Conveyancing Act 1919.

Subdivision works certificate means a certificate to the effect that subdivision work completed in
accordance with specified plans and specifications will comply with the requirements of the EP&A
Regulation.

Sydney district or regional planning panel means Sydney North Planning Panel. Some of these
additional obligations are set out in the Conditions of development consent: advisory notes, which has
been uploaded to the NSW Planning Portal as a separate document. The consent should be read
together with the Conditions of development consent: advisory notes to ensure the development is
carried out lawfully.

The approved development must be carried out in accordance with the conditions of this consent. It is
an offence under the EP&A Act to carry out development that is not in accordance with this consent.
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
