CERTIFICATE

On-site Stormwater Details

The Applicant is to provide a certification of drainage plans detailing the provision of on-site stormwater
detention in accordance with Northern Beaches Council's WATER MANAGEMENT POLICY FOR
DEVELOPMENT, and generally in accordance with the concept drainage plans prepared by Can
Consulting, drawing number C21187-SWO01 B, dated 6/12/21. Detailed drainage plans are to be
prepared by a suitably qualified Civil Engineer, who has membership to the Institution of Engineers
Australia, National Professional Engineers Register (NER) and registered in the General Area of
Practice for civil engineering.

The drainage plans must address the following:
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i.The clean out pipe is to be extended to the rain garden top water level to ensure any overflow is
directed to the adjacent easement inlet pit.

ii. Detailed drainage plans, including engineering certification, are to be submitted to the Certifying
Authority for approval prior to the issue of the Construction Certificate.

Reason: To ensure appropriate provision for the disposal of stormwater and stormwater management
arising from the development.
