The report is to detail the extent to which the existing building does or does not comply with the
deemed-to satisfy provisions of Sections C, D, E and F of the Building Code of Australia. The report is
to also provide recommendations with respect to the existing building / works required to ensure that
the specified measures and facilities contained in the existing building, including any modifications to
be made by the proposed development are appropriate for its intended use to:

i) restrict the spread of fire from the building to other buildings nearby, and

ii) protect persons using the building, and to facilitate their egress from the building in the event of fire,
and

iii) as required, provide access for persons with a disability, and

iv) provide facilities and services appropriate for the development.
