DP has. also been asked by Peter Stutchbury Architecture to clarify the comments within our
Report 73665 (dated 25 October 2013) Section 5.5 Site Drainage regarding regrading of the existing
driveway. :

DP anticipates that regrading may only be necessary for short sections of the driveway, in order to
reduce the potential for concentrated stormwater flow towards the proposed new residence or towards
areas of the slope which are susceptible to erosion. This may principally involve the construction of
table drain or swale along upslope side of the driveway with stormwater piped under the driveway at
one or more locations and then appropriately dispersed on the slope below.

Specific details of site drainage measures along the driveway are not provided on the stormwater
management plans. Rather, it is expected that further geotechnical advice regarding the extent of

these measures will be provided by DP during the construction phase of the project.
