PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT IN DETAIL

The proposal seeks consent for demolition of existing dwelling house and construction of a new
dwelling house and associated works.

There is no tree removal proposed.

AMENDED PLANS

subsequently submitted which addressed the issues raised. The amended plans constitute a reduced
environmental impact and therefore, the application was not required to be re-notified, in accordance
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with the Northern Beaches Community Participation Plan (CPP).

The subject site consists of one (1) allotment located on the
eastern side of Pittwater Road.

The site irregular in shape with a frontage of 10.060m along
Pittwater Road and side boundaries of 39.795m and
40.115m. The site's rear boundary adjoins Collaroy Beach.
The site has a surveyed area of 381m?2.

The site is located within the R2 Low Density Residential
zone and accommodates a two storey dwelling.

The site is relatively flat and obtains 180 degree ocean
views to the north, east and south.
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Landscaping on site is minimal and contained
predominantly within the eastern portion of the site.

Detailed Description of Adjoining/Surrounding
Development

Adjoining and surrounding development is characterised by
residential development to the north, south and west, with
Collaroy Beach sited to the east.

The land has been used for residential purposes for an extended period of time. A search of Council’s
records has revealed the following relevant history:

« DA2017/0591 -This Development Application sought consent for the construction of coastal
protection works. This application was approved as a deferred commencement on 5
September 2018.The deferred commencement conditions were satisfied and the Applicant was
notified of this on 20 July 2022.

« CDC2021/1247 - Complying Development Certificate approved for demolition of existing
garage 1 December 2021

«  Mod2022/0136 - This modification application sought consent to modify DA2017/0591. This
application was withdrawn on the NSW Planning Portal on 11 May 2022.

« PLM2022/0094 - A pre-lodgment meeting (PLM) was held for 'Demolition works and
construction of a dwelling house including a swimming pool' on 31 May 2022.

« CC2022/0574 and NOC2022/0526. The construction certificate and notice of commencement
was submitted to Council, for DA2017/0591, on 8 June 2022.

Engineer's requirements and the amended plans.

Original Comment:
Landscape Referral raises concern that the proposed development

does not achieve the 40% landscaped area under the WDCP
requirement, and this matter shall be assessed and determined
under merit consideration by the Assessing Planning Officer.

Should the development application be approved, additional planting
will be required to help satisfy the WDCP part D1 objectives "To
enable planting to maintain and enhance the streetscape"” and "To
provide for landscaped open space with dimensions that are
sufficient to enable the establishment of low lying shrubs, medium
high shrubs and canopy trees of a size and density to mitigate the
height, bulk and scale of the building". The location of the garage
makes it difficult to provide landscaped open space at sufficient
dimensions to mitigate the bulk and scale of the building, however,
one locally native tree shall be installed in the landscaped area to the
north of the driveway. An additional locally native tree shall be
installed in the rear building setback to help offset the non-compliant
landscaped area.

All proposed planting shall be installed in accordance with the
requirements outlined in the conditions of consent. On slab
landscape planters must meet Council's minimum soil depth

requirements.
NECC (Bushland and The proposed development has been assessed against the
Biodiversity) objectives of Warringah Development Control Plan 2011 Controls E1

Preservation of Trees or Bushland Vegetation, E2 Prescribed
Vegetation, E4 Wildlife Corridors, E6 Retaining unique environmental
features, and State Environmental Planning Policy (Resilience and
Hazards) 2021 clause 2.10 Development on land within the coastal
environment area. The development will not result in any removal of
significant native vegetation or fauna habitats, and is considered
unlikely to have an adverse impact to the integrity and resilience of
the ecological values of the site and adjoining land.

The site does not have any substantial landscaping or mature trees,
and proposed new landscaping will enhance the site and its roll
within the wildlife corridor to Collaroy Beach. The proposed
landscaping is generally acceptable, however some species
substitutions have been conditioned for the area fronting the beach.
Therefore the development is designed, sited and will be managed to
avoid any significant adverse environmental impact.

The proposed works are located landward of recently constructed
coastal protection works completed under DA2017/0591. At the time
of completing this referral the Occupation Certificate for
DA2017/0591 had not been granted. The works proposed under this
application are not to commence until the Occupation Certificate for
DA2017/0591 has been granted.

This response has been prepared based on review of the following
documents relevant to the site and application:

«  Coastal Engineering report prepared by Horton Coastal
Engineering Pty Ltd, dated 3 October 2023, submitted with
application DA2023/1438.

The matters relevant to the coastal assessment of this application are
the impacts to the proposal from coastal process and location of the
building in relation to minimum set backs for development outlined in
the Coastal Zone Management Plan for Collaroy-Narrabeen Beach
and Fisherman’s Beach.

Based on this assessment the proposal is supported subject to
condition. Specifically that the recommendations made in sections 5
and 7 of the Coastal Engineering report prepared by Horton Coastal
Engineering Pty Ltd, dated 3 October 2023 be incorporated into the
development.

Coastal Management Act 2016

The subject site has been identified as being within the coastal zone
and therefore the Coastal Management Act 2016 is applicable to this
DA. The proposed development is considered to be consistent with
the objects, as set out under Part 1 Section 3 of the Coastal
Management Act 2016.

State Environmental Planning Policy (Resilience & Hazards)
2021

The subject land has been included on the 'Coastal Environment
Area' and 'Coastal Use Area' maps under the State Environmental
Planning Policy (Resilience & Hazards) 2021 (SEPP). Hence,
Clauses 2.10, 2.11 and 2.12 of the CM (R & H) apply for this DA.

On internal assessment the DA satisfies requirements under clauses
2.10, 2.11 and 2.12 of the SEPP.

Given the above, the Aboriginal Heritage Office considers that there
are no Aboriginal heritage issues for the proposed development.

ENVIRONMENTAL PLANNING INSTRUMENTS (EPIs)*

All, Environmental Planning Instruments (SEPPs and LEPs), Development Controls Plans and Council
Policies have been considered in the merit assessment of this application.

In this regard, whilst all provisions of each Environmental Planning Instruments (SEPPs and LEPs),
Development Controls Plans and Council Policies have been considered in the assessment, many
provisions contained within the document are not relevant or are enacting, definitions and operational
provisions which the proposal is considered to be acceptable against.

As such, an assessment is provided against the controls relevant to the merit consideration of the
application hereunder.

State Environmental Planning Policies (SEPPs) and State Regional Environmental Plans
(SREPSs)

SEPP (Building Sustainability Index: BASIX) 2004

A BASIX certificate has been submitted with the application (see Certificate No. 1412073S_02 dated
12 February 2024).

A condition has been included in the recommendation of this report requiring compliance with the
commitments indicated in the BASIX Certificate.

SEPP (Transport and Infrastructure) 2021
Ausgrid

Section 2.48 of Chapter 2 requires the Consent Authority to consider any development application (or
an application for modification of consent) for any development carried out:

« within or immediately adjacent to an easement for electricity purposes (whether or not the
electricity infrastructure exists).

« immediately adjacent to an electricity substation.

« within 5.0m of an overhead power line.

« includes installation of a swimming pool any part of which is: within 30m of a structure
supporting an overhead electricity transmission line and/or within 5.0m of an overhead
electricity power line.

Comment:

The proposal was referred to Ausgrid who raised no objections, subject to conditions which have been
included in the recommendation of this report.

Transport for NSW (TfNSW)

Section 2.119 - Development with frontage to classified road states:
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The consent authority must not grant consent to development on land that has a frontage to a
classified road unless it is satisfied that—

(a) where practicable and safe, vehicular access to the land is provided by a road other than the
classified road, and

(b) the safety, efficiency and ongoing operation of the classified road will not be adversely affected by
the development as a result of—

(i) the design of the vehicular access to the land, or

(i) the emission of smoke or dust from the development, or

(iii) the nature, volume or frequency of vehicles using the classified road to gain access to the land,
and

(c) the development is of a type that is not sensitive to traffic noise or vehicle emissions, or is
appropriately located and designed, or includes measures, to ameliorate potential traffic noise or
vehicle emissions within the site of the development arising from the adjacent classified road.

Comment:

TINSW reviewed the application and provides concurrence to the civil works on Pittwater Road under
section 138 of the Roads Act 1993, subject to the conditions that have been included in the notice of
determination. Council's Traffic Engineer has reviewed the application and is supportive subject to
conditions. The proposed development maintains the existing vehicle access provision off Pittwater
Road. The site does not have a frontage to a secondary road to obtain access. The proposal is
consistent with similar residential dwelling development along the eastern side of Pittwater Road.
Subject to satisfying the conditions of consent, Council is satisfied that the proposal will not adversely
affect the safety, efficiency and ongoing operation of the classified road.

Section 2.120 - Impact of road noise or vibration on non-road development states:

(2) Before determining a development application for development to which this clause applies, the
consent authority must take into consideration any guidelines that are issued by the Secretary for the
purposes of this clause and published in the Gazette.

(3) If the development is for the purposes of residential accommodation, the consent authority must
not grant consent to the development unless it is satisfied that appropriate measures will be taken to
ensure that the following LAeq levels are not exceeded—

(a) in any bedroom in the residential accommodation—35 dB(A) at any time between 10 pm and 7
am,

(b) anywhere else in the residential accommodation (other than a garage, kitchen, bathroom or
hallway)—40 dB(A) at any time.

Comment:

The applicant has submitted a Traffic Noise Assessment (Acouras, 12.02.2024) that includes
recommendations to ensure compliance with the above requirements. The recommendations
contained in the Traffic Noise Assessment have been included as a condition of consent. Subject to
compliance with the Traffic Noise Assessment recommendations and conditions of consent, Council is
satisfied that appropriate measures will be taken to ensure the proposed development achieves the
above requirements.

Comment:

The subiject site is located within the Coastal Environment Area. As such, Council's Coast and
Catchments Officer has reviewed the proposed development against the matters as prescribed within
this Clause and are satisfied the proposal complies with these matters, subject to conditions.

2) Development consent must not be granted to development on land to which this clause
applies unless the consent authority is satisfied that:
a) the development is designed, sited and will be managed to avoid an adverse impact
referred to in subsection (1), or

b) if that impact cannot be reasonably avoided—the development is designed, sited

Development consent must not be granted to development on land within the coastal zone unless the
consent authority is satisfied that the proposed development is not likely to cause increased risk of
coastal hazards on that land or other land.

Comment:

This Clause applies to the subject site. As such, Council's Coast and Catchments Officer has reviewed
the proposed development against the matters as prescribed within this Clause and are satisfied the
proposal complies with these matters, subject to conditions.

As such, it is considered that the application complies with the requirements of Chapter 2 of the State
Environmental Planning Policy (Resilience and Hazards) 2021.

Assessment of request to vary a development standard:

The following assessment of the variation to Clause 4.3 — Height of Buildings development standard,
has taken into consideration the judgements contained within /nitial Action Pty Ltd v Woollahra
Municipal Council [2018] NSWLEC 118, Baron Corporation Pty Limited v Council of the City of Sydney
[2019] NSWLEC 61, and RebelMH Neutral Bay Pty Limited v North Sydney Council [2019] NSWCA
130.

Clause 4.6 Exceptions to development standards:

(a) to provide an appropriate degree of flexibility in applying certain development standards to
particular development,

(b) to achieve better outcomes for and from development by allowing flexibility in particular
circumstances.

Clause 4.3 — Height of Buildings development standard is not expressly excluded from the operation of
this clause.

(3) Development consent must not be granted for development that contravenes a development
standard unless the consent authority has considered a written request from the applicant that seeks
to justify the contravention of the development standard by demonstrating:

(a) that compliance with the development standard is unreasonable or unnecessary in the
circumstances of the case, and

(b) that there are sufficient environmental planning grounds to justify contravening the development
standard.
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(4) Development consent must not be granted for development that contravenes a development
standard unless:

(a) the consent authority is satisfied that:

(i) the applicant’s written request has adequately addressed the matters required to be demonstrated
by subclause (3), and

(ii) the proposed development will be in the public interest because it is consistent with the objectives
of the particular standard and the objectives for development within the zone in which the development
is proposed to be carried out, and

(b) the concurrence of the Secretary has been obtained.

Clause 4.6 (4)(a)(i) (Justification) assessment:

Clause 4.6 (4)(a)(i) requires the consent authority to be satisfied that the applicant’s written request,
seeking to justify the contravention of the development standard, has adequately addressed the
matters required to be demonstrated by cl 4.6(3). There are two separate matters for consideration
contained within cl 4.6(3) and these are addressed as follows:

(a) that compliance with the development standard is unreasonable or unnecessary in the
circumstances of the case, and

Comment:

The Applicant’s written request has demonstrated that the objectives of the development standard are
achieved, notwithstanding the non-compliance with the development standard.

In doing so, the Applicant’s written request has adequately demonstrated that compliance with the
development standard is unreasonable or unnecessary in the circumstances of this case as required
by cl 4.6(3)(a).

(b) that there are sufficient environmental planning grounds to justify contravening the development
standard.

Comment:

In the matter of Initial Action Pty Ltd v Woollahra Municipal Council [2018] NSWLEC 118, Preston CJ
provides the following guidance (para 23) to inform the consent authority’s finding that the applicant’s
written request has adequately demonstrated that that there are sufficient environmental planning
grounds to justify contravening the development standard:

‘As to the second matter required by cl 4.6(3)(b), the grounds relied on by the applicant in the written
request under cl 4.6 must be “environmental planning grounds” by their nature: see Four2Five Pty Ltd
v Ashfield Council [2015] NSWLEC 90 at [26]. The adjectival phrase “environmental planning” is not
defined, but would refer to grounds that relate to the subject matter, scope and purpose of the EPA Act,
including the objects in s 1.3 of the EPA Act.’

s 1.3 of the EPA Act reads as follows:
1.3 Objects of Act(cf previous s 5)
The objects of this Act are as follows:

(a) to promote the social and economic welfare of the community and a better environment by the
proper management, development and conservation of the State’s natural and other resources,
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(b) to facilitate ecologically sustainable development by integrating relevant economic, environmental
and social considerations in decision-making about environmental planning and assessment,

(c) to promote the orderly and economic use and development of land,

(d) to promote the delivery and maintenance of affordable housing,

(e) to protect the environment, including the conservation of threatened and other species of

native animals and plants, ecological communities and their habitats,

(f) to promote the sustainable management of built and cultural heritage (including Aboriginal cultural
heritage),

(g) to promote good design and amenity of the built environment,

(h) to promote the proper construction and maintenance of buildings, including the protection of the
health and safety of their occupants,

(i) to promote the sharing of the responsibility for environmental planning and assessment between the
different levels of government in the State,

(j) to provide increased opportunity for community participation in environmental planning and
assessment.

The applicants written request argues, in part:

. Having regard to Initial Action Pty Ltd v Woollahra Municipal Council [2018] NSWLEC 118, and
further to the proposal’s consistency with the above strategic and statutory environmental planning
provisions, the proposal is consistent with the following objectives under Section 1.3 of the
Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979 (the Act):

(c) to promote the orderly and economic use and development of land; and

(e) to protect the environment, including the conservation of threatened and other species of native
animals and plants, ecological communities and their habitats,

(g) to promote good design and amenity of the built environment

1. In response to (c), the proposal will facilitate the orderly and economic use and development of
the land, in a highly appropriate location, in a manner that is desired by the planning controls
because it will facilitate low density residential development which is of good architectural design to
accommodate for the current and future needs of residents. In considering the contrary (refusal of
the DA), retention of the site in its current, constrained form would not promote the orderly and
economic use and development of land in the manner that council’s strategic and statutory planning
provisions seek. Retention of the site in its current form makes no advancement towards achieving
the goal of creating functional residential space and accessible dwellings noting the current
constraints on the dwelling with regard to space and accessibility.

2. In response to (e) the proposal has been designed to ensure the retention of the existing
ecological values on site. The proposal does not remove any vegetation and has no impact on the
environment.

3. In response to (g) the proposal has been designed to promote good design and amenity of the
built environment while respecting the amenity of adjoining properties and the public foreshore to
Collaroy Beach. The proposal will be consistent with the aims and objectives of the Warringah LEP,
the objectives of the height of building standard and the objectives of the R2 Low Density
Residential.

As outlined above, it is considered that in many respects, the proposal will provide for a better
planning outcome than a strictly compliant development. At the very least, there are sufficient
environmental planning grounds to justify contravening the development standard.

Council's Planning Assessment Officer concurs with the applicant's justification.
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It is considered the Applicant's written request to vary Clause 4.3 Height of Buildings of the Warringah
Local Environmental Plan 2011 (WLEP 2011) is acceptable given the proposed resultant built form will
be commensurate with surrounding and nearby residential developments. The proposed variation to
building height is contained to a minor portion of the new upper level roof. The works will not result in
unreasonable excavation, tree removal or environmental impact. The extent of non-compliance is
unlikely to be discernible from the Pittwater Road frontage and from Collaroy Beach, and due to the
siting of the dwelling it is unlikely to create unreasonable overshadowing upon adjoining public and
private properties. Notwithstanding the non-compliance to this Clause, the resultant building mass will
achieve compatibility and consistency with the building bulk of adjoining properties along the eastern
side of Pittwater Road. In this instance, the overall building height will not adversely or unreasonably
impact upon the existing character of the streetscape and beachscape.

In this regard, the applicant’s written request has demonstrated that the proposed development is an
orderly and economic use and development of the land, and that the structure is of a good design that

will reasonably protect and improve the amenity of the surrounding built environment, therefore
satisfying cls 1.3 (c) and (g) of the EPA Act.

Therefore, the applicant's written request has adequately demonstrated that there are sufficient
environmental planning grounds to justify contravening the development standard as required by cl 4.6

(3)(b).

Therefore, Council is satisfied that the applicant’s written request has adequately addressed the
matters required to be demonstrated by cl 4.6(3).

Clause 4.6 (4)(a)(ii) (Public Interest) assessment:

cl 4.6 (4)(a)(ii) requires the consent authority to be satisfied that:

(ii) the proposed development will be in the public interest because it is consistent with the objectives
of the particular standard and the objectives for development within the zone in which the development
is proposed to be carried out

Comment:

In considering whether or not the proposed development will be in the public interest, consideration
must be given to the underlying objectives of the Height of Buildings development standard and the
objectives of the R2 Low Density Residential zone. An assessment against these objectives is
provided below.

Objectives of development standard

The underlying objectives of the standard, pursuant to Clause 4.3 — ‘Height of buildings’ of the WLEP
2011 are:

(1) The objectives of this clause are as follows:

a) to ensure that buildings are compatible with the height and scale of surrounding and nearby
development,

Comment:

The subiject site is surrounded by residential development, ranging from single and two storey
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dwellings to residential flat buildings. The dwelling to the north is 40mm lower than the proposed
dwelling and the dwelling to the south is 400mm higher than proposed dwelling. Furthermore,
the encroachment of the maximum building height is a minor portion of the roof which is unlikely
to be easily discernible when viewed from the Pittwater Road or Collaroy Beach. In this instance,
the proposed dwelling will be commensurate with the height and scale of the surrounding and
nearby residential development.

b) to minimise visual impact, disruption of views, loss of privacy and loss of solar access,
Comment:

As detailed above, the encroachment is minor and unlikely to be easily discernible from
surrounding properties. No objections in relation to view loss were received and amended plans
increased rear setbacks so as to ensure adequate view sharing was achieved. It is considered
that the proposal does not give rise to unreasonable view sharing opportunities. Shadow plans
were submitted with the application that demonstrate there is no unreasonable overshadowing
to adjoining private properties. Furthermore, the rear of the proposed dwelling is sited in
generally on the existing building footprint, therefore there is no material increase to loss of
privacy. In this instance, the proposed development will result in a reasonable level of amenity
between properties.

¢) to minimise adverse impact of development on the scenic quality of Warringah’s coastal and
bush environments,

Comment:
The proposal is architecturally designed and includes articulation, landscaping and different
materials so as to improve the existing site conditions. It is consistent with adjoining properties

will have minimal adverse impacts upon the scenic quality of Warringah's coastal environment.

d) to manage the visual impact of development when viewed from public places such as parks
and reserves, roads and community facilities,

Comment:

When viewed from the street frontages and Collaroy Beach, the extent of encroachment is
unlikely to be easily discernible as it will continue the ridgeline of the existing dwelling. Therefore
the visual impact has been appropriately managed so as to integrate into the existing dwelling.

Zone objectives

The underlying objectives of the R2 Low Density Residential zone are:

. To provide for the housing needs of the community within a low density residential
environment.

Comment:

The proposed development will continue to provide for the housing needs of the community in
a low density residential environment.
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» To enable other land uses that provide facilities or services to meet the day to day needs of
residents.

Comment:

There are a variety of different land uses that are permissible within the R2 zone. However, the
proposed development seeks to retain the low density residential nature of the site.

. To ensure that low density residential environments are characterised by landscaped settings
that are in harmony with the natural environment of Warringah.

Comment:

The proposed development will improve landscaped settings on the site, thus ensuring that the
subject site will continue to be characterised by landscaped settings.

Conclusion:

For the reasons detailed above, the proposal is considered to be consistent with the objectives of
the R2 Low Density Residential zone.

Exception to Development Standards conclusion

The submitted written Clause 4.6 variation request is considered to be well founded having regard to
the circumstances of the development is considered appropriate that flexibility in the application of the
Height of Buildings development standard be applied. In this context the proposal meets the Objects
of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979, contained in Section 1.3, having considered
the relevant provisions under s.4.15 of the Act. Consequently, the development is considered to be in
the public interest, subject to conditions.

Clause 4.6 (4)(b) (Concurrence of the Secretary) assessment:

cl. 4.6(4)(b) requires the concurrence of the Secretary to be obtained in order for development consent
to be granted.

Planning Circular PS20-002 dated 5 May 2020 issued by the NSW Department of Planning &
Infrastructure, advises that the concurrence of the Secretary may be assumed for exceptions to
development standards under environmental planning instruments that adopt Clause 4.6 of the
Standard Instrument. In this regard, given the consistency of the variation to the objectives of the zone,
the concurrence of the Secretary for the variation to the Height of buildings Development Standard is
assumed by the delegate of Council as the development contravenes a numerical standard by less
than or equal to 10%.

6.5 Coastline hazards

Under this clause, development consent must not be granted to development on land to which this
clause applies unless the consent authority is satisfied that the development:

(a) will not significantly adversely affect coastal hazards, and
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Comment: The development has been assessed by Council's Coastal Officer. The Coastal Officer
raised no objections to approval, subject to conditions. Therefore, Council is satisfied that the
development will not significantly adversely affect coastal hazards.

(b) will not result in significant detrimental increases in coastal risks to other development or
properties, and

Comment: The development has been assessed by Council's Coastal Officer. The Coastal Officer
raised no objections to approval, subject to conditions. Therefore, Council is satisfied that the
development will not result in significant detrimental increases in coastal risks to other development or
properties.

(c) will not significantly alter coastal hazards to the detriment of the environment, and

Comment: The development has been assessed by Council's Coastal Officer. The Coastal officer
raised no objections to approval, subject to conditions. Therefore, Council is satisfied that the
development will not significantly alter coastal hazards to the detriment of the environment.

(d) incorporates appropriate measures to manage risk to life from coastal risks, and

Comment: The development has been assessed by Council's Coastal Officer. The Coastal Officer
raised no objections to approval, subject to conditions. Therefore, Council is satisfied that the
development incorporates appropriate measures to manage risk to life from coastal risks.

(e) avoids or minimises exposure to coastal hazards, and

Comment: The development has been assessed by Council's Coastal Officer. The Coastal Officer
raised no objections to approval, subject to conditions. Therefore, Council is satisfied that the
development avoids or minimises exposure to coastal hazards.

(f) makes provision for relocation, modification or removal of the development to adapt to coastal
hazards and NSW sea level rise planning benchmarks.

Comment: The development has been assessed by Council's Coastal Officer. The Coastal Officer
raised no objections to approval, subject to conditions. Therefore, Council is satisfied that the
development makes provision for relocation, modification or removal of the development to adapt to
coastal hazards and NSW sea level rise planning benchmarks.

(4) Development consent must not be granted to development on land to which this clause applies
unless the consent authority is satisfied that the foundations of the development have been designed
to be constructed having regard to coastal risk.

Comment: The development has been assessed by Council's Coastal Officer and Development
Engineering Officer . The Coastal and Engineering Officers raised no objections to approval, subject to
conditions. Furthermore, the application is accompanied by a Geotechnical Investigation Report
(Nepean Geotechnics, 18.12.2023) and a Coastal Engineering report prepared by Horton Coastal
Engineering (3.10.2023) that include recommendations that have been included as conditions of
consent. Therefore, Council is satisfied that the foundations of the development have been designed
to be constructed having regard to coastal risk.

Detailed Assessment

B3 Side Boundary Envelope

Description of non-compliance

This control requires development to be sited within a side boundary envelope, which is determined by
projecting planes at 45 degrees from a height of 4.0 metres above the natural ground level along the

northern and southern side elevation.

The proposed development extends beyond the prescribed side boundary envelope along both
elevations. The encroachment along the northern elevation is between Om and 1.3m in height (0% -
30% variation), for a length of 26.4m. The encroachment along the southern elevation is between
600mm and 1.2m (15% - 32%) in height for a length of 26.4m. These non-compliances are shown in

the figures below.
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Merit consideration

With regard to the consideration for a variation, the development is considered against the underlying
Objectives of the Control as follows:

To ensure that development does not become visually dominant by virtue of its height and bulk.
Comment:

The proposal will present as a two storey building viewed along the side elevations, which is a
compatible form of development in the R2 Zone. The proposed development has compliant
side and rear setback and wall height controls. Whilst there is a minor Building Height breach,
the proposed dwelling is a similar height to the adjoining dwellings to the north and south.
Hence, the proposal will be compatible with the height of the adjoining buildings and the
character of the area. There were no objections to the proposal and the design has employed
landscaping, articulation and a variety of materials to soften the perceived height and bulk. It is
considered that the proposal will not result in any unacceptable visual dominance, and the
proposal presents an overall appropriate height, and scale.

. To ensure adequate light, solar access and privacy by providing spatial separation between
buildings.

Comment:

Shadow diagrams have been provided with this application which shows compliance with the
requirements for solar access as prescribed within D6 Access to Sunlight. The proposed
design has carefully considered privacy impacts and there are no windows at the first floor level
presenting to the neighbouring properties. Compliant side setbacks, articulation and screening
planting along side boundaries ensure adequate privacy is provided.

« To ensure that development responds to the topography of the site.
Comment:
The site has minimum fall and a relatively flat topography. Giving consideration to the narrow

width of the site and size and scale of the adjoining dwellings, it is considered that the
development responds to the site and its topography.

Having regard to the above assessment, it is concluded that the proposed development is consistent
with the relevant objectives of WDCP and the objectives specified in s1.3 of the Environmental
Planning and Assessment Act, 1979. Accordingly, this assessment finds that the proposal is supported,
in this particular circumstance.

B7 Front Boundary Setbacks

Description of non-compliance

The control requires development to be setback a minimum of 6.5m from the front boundary. The
proposal would result in the following front boundary setbacks:

« first floor planter box: 0.6m (variation of 90%)
« Garage: 1.1m - 3m (variation of 53% - 83%)

It is noted that the site previously had a detached garage structure with a nil front setback that was
demolished via a complying development certificate (CDC2021/1247).

Merit consideration:

With regard to the consideration for a variation, the development is considered against the underlying
Objectives of the Control as follows:

. To create a sense of openness.
Comment:

The proposed design has varying setbacks to the front boundary and elements to create a
sense of openness with the addition of a planter with shrubs to soften the front fagcade.
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Compliant side setbacks are proposed which will provide view corridors from the street to the
ocean, which improves the sense of openness from existing site conditions.

. To maintain the visual continuity and pattern of buildings and landscape elements.
Comment:

Visual continuity of the prevailing building pattern is considered to be achieved as the front
setback of the proposed dwelling presents as an improvement to the existing site

conditions. The adjoining dwelling houses and established character of the area all contain built
form elements, driveways and garages within the front setback. The proposal presents an
improvement to the existing dwelling through view corridors to the ocean and the introduction
of landscaped elements at ground level and via the first floor planter box.

. To protect and enhance the visual quality of streetscapes and public spaces.
Comment:
As above, landscaped elements are proposed in the front setback area to ensure the visual
dominance of the development is mitigated and the visual quality of the streetscape is
maintained. The compliant side setbacks provide view corridors from the street to the ocean
and are an improvement to existing site conditions. It is considered that the modern design,
landscaped elements and view corridors will enhance the quality of the streetscape.

» To achieve reasonable view sharing.

Comment:

The proposal demonstrates acceptable levels of view sharing between dwellings and achieves
improved view corridors from the street.

Having regard to the above assessment, it is concluded that the proposed development is consistent
with the relevant objectives of WDCP and the objectives specified in s1.3 of the Environmental
Planning and Assessment Act, 1979. Accordingly, this assessment finds that the proposal is supported,
in this particular circumstance.

D1 Landscaped Open Space and Bushland Setting

Description of non-compliance

This control requires development to result in a landscaped area of at least 40% of the total site area.
In this instance, the proposal is required to be provide 154.3m? of landscaped area. The site, as
existing, has a landscaped area of approximately 125m?, being 32%. The proposed development

provides a landscaped area of 132m? (or 34.2%). While this is less than the minimum requirement, it is
an improvement to what is existing.
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Regardless of the improvement, a merit consideration of the proposal against the underlying objectives
of this control is conducted below.

Merit consideration

With regard to the consideration for a variation, the development is considered against the underlying
Objectives of the Control as follows:

. To enable planting to maintain and enhance the streetscape.
Comment:

The existing site has a large concrete hardstand area at the front of the site. The proposal
includes deep soil areas within the front setback and a first floor planter box. This will enable
planting at the front of the site and will be a considerable enhancement to the streetscape.
Whilst plantings are limited in the rear yard due to the site abutting Colloroy Beach, the
proposal has utilised articulation and courtyard spaces to allow for plantings.

. To conserve and enhance indigenous vegetation, topographical features and habitat for
wildlife.

Comment:
Council's Aboriginal Heritage Officer has reviewed the proposed development and no concerns
have been raised regarding potential indigenous vegetation or artefacts on the site. The

proposed development does not include the removal of any significant topographical features.
The proposed landscaping within the rear yard will provide habitat for wildlife.

. To provide for landscaped open space with dimensions that are sufficient to enable the
establishment of low lying shrubs, medium high shrubs and canopy trees of a size and density
to mitigate the height, bulk and scale of the building.

Comment:

The numerical non-compliance to the landscaped area does not give rise to any unreasonable
impacts upon the site's ability to facilitate low lying shrubs and medium high shrubs and canopy
trees.

«  To enhance privacy between buildings.

Comment:
The non-compliance does not give rise to any unreasonable or adverse privacy impacts. As

such, the proposed development will maintain and enhance an acceptable degree of privacy
between dwellings.

. To accommodate appropriate outdoor recreational opportunities that meet the needs of the
occupants.
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Comment:

The proposed development will provide open space areas that will accommodate outdoor
recreational opportunities that will meet the needs of the occupants of the dwelling.

« To provide space for service functions, including clothes drying.
Comment:

There are sufficient areas throughout the site that can accommodate space for service
functions, such as clothes drying.

. To facilitate water management, including on-site detention and infiltration of stormwater.
Comment:

Appropriate conditions have been recommended within this report to ensure that stormwater
management measures are put in place, allowing for the facilitation of water management and
the infiltration of stormwater.

Having regard to the above assessment, it is concluded that the proposed development is consistent
with the relevant objectives of WDCP and the objectives specified in s1.3 of the Environmental
Planning and Assessment Act, 1979. Accordingly, this assessment finds that the proposal is supported,
in this particular circumstance.

D7 Views

There were no objections received in relation to view loss, however, considering the ocean views
afforded to the site and adjoining properties, the proposal impact on views has been assessed
thoroughly. The amended design responded to Council's RFI and increased the rear setback of the
proposed dwelling.

The development is considered against the Objectives of the Control:

. To allow for the reasonable sharing of views.
. To encourage innovative design solutions to improve the urban environment.
. To ensure existing canopy trees have priority over views.

The amended design is sited in a way that follows the existing pattern of development along the
beachfront. The proposed first floor rear bedroom and balcony are sited very close to the existing
dwelling and previously approved rear balcony. A site visit was conducted by the assessing officer
which confirmed the design will be consistent with view sharing principles.The amended design
includes compliant side setbacks, a generous rear setback and an improved balcony design that
considers the views, privacy and amenity of adjoining properties. The proposal incorporates modern
and contemporary architecture that is responsive to the natural and urban environment of the locality.
There are no canopy trees proposed to be removed, and there are no large trees proposed to planted
that will impact the views of adjoining properties.
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Given the above, it was not considered that a full merit assessment of views was necessary in this
instance. Council is satisfied the proposal meets the objectives of the control.

THREATENED SPECIES, POPULATIONS OR ECOLOGICAL COMMUNITIES

The proposal will not significantly affect threatened species, populations or ecological communities, or
their habitats.

The proposal is subject to the application of Northern Beaches Section 7.12 Contributions Plan 2022.

A monetary contribution of $13,240 is required for the provision of new and augmented public
infrastructure. The contribution is calculated as 1% of the total development cost of $1,324,032.

CONCLUSION

The site has been inspected and the application assessed having regard to all documentation
submitted by the applicant and the provisions of:

which soil and planting is being provided. Landscape treatment details shall be submitted to the
Certifier prior to the issue of the Construction Certificate indicating the proposed soil type,
planting, automatic irrigation, and services connections.

o  The proposed areas within the site to be used for the storage of excavated materials,
construction materials and waste containers during the construction period.

o  The proposed method of access to and egress from the site for construction vehicles,
including access routes and truck routes through the Council area and the location and
type of temporary vehicular crossing for the purpose of minimising traffic congestion
and noise in the area, with no access across public parks or reserves being allowed.

o Where access is required across private property not in the direct ownership of the
proponent, such as a private road/driveway, community title road or right of way, the
CTMP is to include:

" Evidence of the legal right and terms to use the access route or provide owners
consent from the owners/strata/community association.

" Demonstrate that direct access from a public space/road is not viable for each
stage of works.

= An assessment to be carried out of the physical constraints of the Right of
Carriageway to determine the maximum size of vehicle that may access the site
via the Right of Carriageway during construction.

=  Unless owner/strata/community associations consent is obtained, vehicles are
not to exceed 24 tonnes or 7.5 metres in length (an assessment must be
undertaken that the surface is capable of supporting up to 24 tonnes, otherwise
the weight limit should be reduced in the CTMP). If consent is obtained, a copy
must be included in the CTMP.

= No construction vehicles, materials or plant are to be located or parked in the
private road/driveway, community title road or right of way.

The proposed method of loading and unloading excavation and construction machinery,
excavation and building materials, formwork and the erection of any part of the structure
within the site. Wherever possible mobile cranes should be located wholly within the
site.
Make provision for parking onsite. All Staff and Contractors are to use any basement
parking once available.
Temporary truck standing/ queuing locations in a public roadway/ domain in the vicinity
of the site are not permitted unless approved by Council prior.
Include a Traffic Control Plan prepared by a person with suitable RMS accreditation for
any activities involving the management of vehicle and pedestrian safety.
The proposed manner in which adjoining property owners will be kept advised of the
timeframes for completion of each phase of development/construction process. It must
also specify that a minimum Fourteen (14) days notification must be provided to
adjoining property owners prior to the implementation of any temporary traffic control
measure.

Traffic Management Plan is submitted.

A copy of the approved CTMP must be kept on-site at all times while work is being carried out.

The development is to be undertaken in accordance with the Construction Traffic Management

Reason: To ensure public safety and minimise any impacts to the adjoining pedestrian and
vehicular traffic systems.

Pedestrian sight distance at property boundary

proposed development.

Reason: To ensure foundations are in accordance with submitted coastal engineering report

Management of Coastal Inundation
Construction details and specifications in accordance with section 7 of the coastal engineering
report prepared by Horton Coastal Engineering Pty Ltd, dated 3 October 2023, submitted with
application DA2023/1438, shall be prepared and signed by a suitably qualified coastal engineer
demonstrating that the following measures are in place to reduce coastal inundation risk to an
acceptable level:
o  seaward side of the deck shall be located at 100mm above natural ground to provide a
‘trip’ to wave action;
o any door entries on the side of the dwelling shall be located at least 100mm above
natural ground;
o power points and other electrical items that could be damaged by inundation shall be
raised at least 0.5m above the ground floor;
o  floors and walls up to 0.5m above the ground floor shall be able to withstand inundation
(eg concrete or tiles).

This certification is to be submitted to the Principle Certifying Authority prior to issue of the
Construction Certificate.

Reason: To ensure appropriate mitigation of coastal inundation risk.

Compliance with Standards
The development is required to be carried out in accordance with all relevant Australian
Standards.

Details demonstrating compliance with the relevant Australian Standard are to be submitted to
the Certifier prior to the issue of the Construction Certificate.

Reason: To ensure the development is constructed in accordance with appropriate standards.
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18. Sydney Water "Tap In"
The approved plans must be submitted to the Sydney Water Tap in service, prior to works
commencing, to determine whether the development will affect any Sydney Water assets
and/or easements. The appropriately stamped plans must then be submitted to the Certifier
demonstrating the works are in compliance with Sydney Water requirements.

CONDITIONS THAT MUST BE ADDRESSED PRIOR TO ANY COMMENCEMENT

19. Work Zones and Permits
Prior to commencement of the associated works, the applicant shall obtain a Work Zone Permit
where it is proposed to reserve an area of road pavement for the parking of vehicles associated
with a construction site.

A separate application is required with a Traffic Management Plan for standing of construction
vehicles in a trafficable lane and a Roads and Maritime Services Work Zone Permit shall be
obtained for State Roads.

Reason: To ensure Work zones are monitored and installed correctly.

20. Road Occupancy Licence
Prior to commencement of the associated works, the applicant shall obtain a Road Occupancy
License from Transport Management Centre for any works that may impact on traffic flows on
Pittwater Road.

Reason: Requirement of TMC for any works that impact on traffic flow.

21. Pre-Construction Dilapidation Report
Dilapidation reports, including photographic surveys, of the following adjoining properties must
be provided to the Principal Certifier prior to any works commencing on the site (including
demolition or excavation). The reports must detail the physical condition of those properties
listed below, both internally and externally, including walls, ceilings, roof, structural members
and other similar items.

The dilapidation report is to be prepared by a suitably qualified person. A copy of the report
must be provided to Council, the Principal Certifier and the owners of the affected properties
prior to any works commencing.

In the event that access for undertaking the dilapidation report is denied by an adjoining owner,

the applicant must demonstrate, in writing that all reasonable steps have been taken to obtain
access. The Principal Certifier must be satisfied that the requirements of this condition have
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been met prior to commencement of any works. If access is denied, then no dilapidation report
is required.

Note: This documentation is for record keeping purposes and may be used by an applicant or
affected property owner to assist in any action required to resolve any civil dispute over
damage rising from the works.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to the
commencement of any works on site.

Reason: To maintain proper records in relation to the proposed development.

DURING BUILDING WORK

22. Tree and Vegetation Protection
a) existing trees and vegetation shall be retained and protected, including:
i) all trees within the site not approved for removal, including trees and vegetation nominated
for retention on the approved Plans,
ii) all trees and vegetation located on adjoining properties,
iii) all trees and vegetation within the road reserve.

b) tree protection shall be undertaken as follows:

i) tree protection shall be in accordance with AS 4970-2009 Protection of trees on development
sites, and any recommendations of an approved Arboricultural Impact Assessment,

ii) existing ground levels shall be maintained within the tree protection zone of trees to be
retained, unless authorised by an Arborist/Project Arborist with minimum AQF Level 5 in
arboriculture,

i) removal of existing tree roots at or >25mm (@) diameter is not permitted without consultation
with an Arborist/Project Arborist with minimum AQF Level 5 in arboriculture,

iv) no excavated material, building material storage, site facilities, nor landscape materials are
to be placed within the canopy dripline of trees and other vegetation required to be retained,
v) structures are to bridge tree roots at or >25mm () diameter unless directed by an
Arborist/Project Arborist with minimum AQF Level 5 in arboriculture on site,

vi) excavation for stormwater lines and all other utility services is not permitted within the tree
protection zone, without consultation with an Arborist/Project Arborist with minimum AQF Level
5 in arboriculture including advice on root protection measures,

vii) should either or all of v) or vi) occur during site establishment and construction works, an
Arborist/Project Arborist with minimum AQF Level 5 in arboriculture shall provide
recommendations for tree protection measures. Details including photographic evidence of
works undertaken shall be submitted by the Arborist/Project Arborist to the Principal Certifier,
viii) any temporary access to, or location of scaffolding within the tree protection zone of a
protected tree or any other tree to be retained during the construction works is to be
undertaken using the protection measures specified in sections 4.5.3 and 4.5.6 of AS 4970-
2009 Protection of trees on development sites,

ix) the activities listed in section 4.2 of AS 4970-2009 Protection of trees on development sites,
shall not occur within the tree protection zone of any tree on the lot or any tree on an adjoining
site,

x) tree pruning from within the site to enable approved works shall not exceed 10% of any tree
canopy, and shall be in accordance with AS 4373-2007 Pruning of amenity trees,

xi) the tree protection measures specified in this clause must: be in place before work
commences on the site, be maintained in good condition during the construction period, and
remain in place for the duration of the construction works.
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c¢) the Principal Certifier must ensure that:

i) If activated, the arboricultural works listed in a) and b) are undertaken and certified by an
Arborist/Project Arborist as complaint to AS 4970-2009 Protection of trees on development
sites, and any recommendations of an approved Arboricultural Impact Assessment.

Reason: Tree and vegetation protection.

Wildlife Protection

If construction activity associated with this development results in injury or displacement of a
native mammal, bird, reptile or amphibian, a licensed wildlife rescue and rehabilitation
organisation must be contacted for advice.

Reason: To protect native wildlife.

Road Reserve
The applicant shall ensure the public footways and roadways adjacent to the site are
maintained in a safe condition at all times during the course of the work.

Reason: Public safety.

No Access Through Land Owned or Managed by Council
Site access is not approved for delivery of materials nor construction of the development
through adjacent land owned or managed by Council, without the written approval of Council.

Reason: Public safety, landscape amenity and tree protection.

Storage of Materials on Land Owned or Managed by Council Prohibited
The dumping or storage of building materials, spoil, vegetation, green waste or any other
material in land owned or managed by Council is prohibited.

Reason: Public safety and environmental protection.

Implementation of Construction Traffic Management Plan

All works and construction activities are to be undertaken in accordance with the approved
Construction Traffic Management Plan (CTMP). All controls in the CTMP must be maintained at
all times and all traffic management control must be undertaken by personnel having
appropriate TINSW accreditation. Should the implementation or effectiveness of the CTMP be
impacted by surrounding major development not encompassed in the approved CTMP, the
CTMP measures and controls are to be revised accordingly and submitted to Council for
approval. A copy of the approved CTMP is to be kept onsite at all times and made available to
Council on request.

Reason: To ensure compliance of the developer/builder in adhering to the Construction Traffic
Management procedures agreed and are held liable to the conditions of consent.

Ongoing Management
The applicant shall be responsible in ensuring that the road reserve remains in a serviceable
state during the course of the demolition and building works.

Reason: To ensure public safety.

Removing, Handling and Disposing of Asbestos
Any asbestos material arising from the demolition process shall be removed and disposed of in
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accordance with the following requirements:

o  Work Health and Safety Act;

o  Work Health and Safety Regulation;

o  Code of Practice for the Safe Removal of Asbestos [NOHSC:2002 (1998)];

o Guide to the Control of Asbestos Hazards in Buildings and Structures [NOHSC: 3002
(1998);

o  Clause 42 of the Protection of the Environment Operations (Waste) Regulation 2005;
and

o The demolition must be undertaken in accordance with Australian Standard AS2601 —
The Demolition of Structures.

Reason: For the protection of the environment and human health.

Survey Certificate
A survey certificate prepared by a Registered Surveyor at the following stages of construction:

(a) Commencement of perimeter walls columns and or other structural elements to ensure the
wall or structure, to boundary setbacks are in accordance with the approved details.

(b) At ground level to ensure the finished floor levels are in accordance with the approved
levels, prior to concrete slab being poured/flooring being laid.

(c) At completion of the roof frame confirming the finished roof/ridge height is in accordance
with levels indicated on the approved plans.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier.

Reason: To determine the height of buildings under construction comply with levels shown on
approved plans.

Waste Management During Development
The reuse, recycling or disposal of waste during works must be done generally in accordance
with the Waste Management Plan for this development.

Details demonstrating compliance must be submitted to the Principal Certifier.

Reason: To ensure demolition and construction waste is recycled or reused and to limit landfill.

BEFORE ISSUE OF THE OCCUPATION CERTIFICATE

Landscape Completion

a) landscape works are to be implemented in accordance with the approved Landscape Plan(s)
(drawing C1 and C3 by Contour dated 14/09/23), and inclusive of the following conditions:

i) landscape works are to be contained within the legal property boundaries,

ii) planting shall be installed as indicated on the approved Landscape Plan(s) unless otherwise
imposed by any conditions,

iii) one locally native tree shall be installed in the rear building setback, and shall be located at
least 3.0 metres from the building or more, and at least 1.5 metres from common boundaries,
iv) native trees shall be a minimum pre-ordered planting size of 75 litres; selected from
Northern Beaches Council's Native Plant Species Guide - Narrabeen Ward (suggested species
Banksia integrifolia); to achieve at least 6 metres height at maturity; meet the requirements of
Natspec - Specifying Trees; planted into a prepared planting hole 1m x 1m x 600mm depth
generally, backfilled with a sandy loam mix or approved similar, mulched to 75mm depth
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minimum and maintained, and watered until established; and located either within garden bed
or within a prepared bed within lawn,

v) mass planting shall be installed at minimum 1 metre intervals (or less) for shrubs of a
minimum 200mm container size at planting or as otherwise scheduled if greater in size, and at
4 plants per metre square for groundcovers of a minimum 140mm container size at planting or
as otherwise scheduled if greater in size, and shall be in a garden bed prepared with a suitable
free draining soil mix and minimum 75mm depth of mulch.

b) prior to the issue of an Occupation Certificate, details (from a landscape architect, landscape
designer or qualified horticulturalist) shall be submitted to the Principal Certifier, certifying that
the landscape works have been completed in accordance with any conditions of consent.

Reason: Environmental amenity.

Stormwater Disposal

The stormwater drainage works shall be certified as compliant with all relevant Australian
Standards and Codes by a suitably qualified person. Details demonstrating compliance are to
be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to the issue of an Occupation Certificate.

Reason: To ensure appropriate provision for the disposal of stormwater arising from the
development.

Post-Construction Dilapidation Report
Post-Construction Dilapidation Reports, including photos of any damage evident at the time of
inspection, must be submitted after the completion of works. The report must:

o  Compare the post-construction report with the pre-construction report,

o  Clearly identify any recent damage and whether or not it is likely to be the result of the
development works,

o Should any damage have occurred, suggested remediation methods.

Copies of the reports must be given to the property owners referred to in the Pre-Construction
Dilapidation Report Condition. Copies must also be lodged with Council.

Details demonstrating compliance with this condition are to be submitted to the Principal
Certifier prior to the issue of an Occupation Certificate.

Reason: To maintain proper records in relation to the proposed development.

Post Construction Coastal Certificate

Prior to issue of the Occupation Certificate, a suitably qualified coastal engineer is to provide
written confirmation to the Principle Certifying Authority that the recommendations impacting
foundation design and coastal inundation risk outlined in sections 5 and 7 of the coastal
engineering report prepared by Horton Coastal Engineering Pty Ltd, dated 3 October 2023,
submitted with application DA2023/1438 have been incorporated into the construction of the
building.

Reason: To ensure the development has been constructed to the engineers requirements.

House / Building Number
House/building number is to be affixed to the building to be readily visible from the public
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domain.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to the
issue of an Occupation Certificate.

Reason: Proper identification of buildings.

37. Waste Management Confirmation
Prior to the issue of an Occupation Certificate, evidence / documentation must be submitted to
the Principal Certifier that all waste material from the development site arising from demolition
and/or construction works has been appropriately recycled, reused or disposed of generally in
accordance with the approved Waste Management Plan.

Reason: To ensure demolition and construction waste is recycled or reused and to limit landfill.

ON-GOING CONDITIONS THAT MUST BE COMPLIED WITH AT ALL TIMES

38. Landscape Maintenance
a) if any landscape materials/components or planting under this consent fails, they are to be
replaced with similar materials/components.

b) trees, shrubs and groundcovers required to be planted under this consent are to be
mulched, watered and fertilised as required at the time of planting.

c) if any tree, shrub or groundcover required to be planted under this consent fails, they are to
be replaced with similar species to maintain the landscape theme and be generally in
accordance with the approved Landscape Plan(s) and any conditions of consent.

d) a maintenance activity schedule for on-going maintenance of planters on slab shall be
incorporated to monitor and replenish soil levels as a result of soil shrinkage over time.

e) the approved landscape planted areas, whether containing lawn, gardens or planters shall in
perpetuity remain as planting under the development consent, and shall not be replaced with
any hard paved surfaces or structures.

Reason: To maintain local environmental amenity.

39. Protection of Habitat Features
All natural landscape features, including any rock outcrops, native vegetation, soil and/or
watercourses, are to remain undisturbed except where affected by necessary works detailed
on approved plans.
Reason: To protect wildlife habitat.

40. Maintenance of Existing Easement for Access, Construction, Support & Maintenance
A minimum width of 5.8 metres from the rear boundary is to be kept clear of all plantings other
than lawn, kept clear of all permanent and semi permanent structures and all structures that
can impede access by Council's staff and machinery.

Reason: Protection of Easement benefitting Council
