Specifically

1) There is no dedicated location within the building for the storage of waste bins shown on the plans.
The Waste Management Plan states that 1 x 660 litre waste bin will be stored onsite to receive the
contents of the "small trash bins" placed around the courts.

2) The WMP describes the provision of small bins for the collection of recyclable materials.

There is no provision of a larger sized bin for the storage of recyclables awaiting collection.

A dedicated location will be required for storage of the larger size recycling bin.

3) Waste and recycling bins must be collected from within the property.

The proposal is therefore supported.
