Structural certification shall be provided confirming the above. 
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Building Components and Structural Soundness – C3Storage of Goods – D1Flood Emergency Response – E1Floor Levels – F1Car parking – G3Fencing – H1RecommendationsDetails demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Certifying Authority prior to the issue of theConstruction Certificate.Reason: To reduce the impact of flooding and flood liability on owners and occupiers of flood-prone property and reduce public and private losses in accordance with Council and NSW Government policy.All new electrical equipment, power points, wiring, fuel lines, sewerage systems or any other service pipes and connections must be waterproofed and/or located above the Flood Planning Level of 4.29m AHD. All existing electrical equipment and power points located below the Flood Planning Level must have residual current devices installed cut electricity supply during flood events.Hazardous or potentially polluting materials shall not be stored below the Flood Planning Level of 4.29m AHD unless adequately protected from floodwaters in accordance with industry standards.- The minimum floor space of any shelter-in-place refuge shall be as outlined in Section B3.13 of the Pittwater 21 Development Control Plan.- Shelter-in-place refuges shall remain accessible at all times. - The minimum floor level of shelter-in-place refuges shall set at or above the ProbableMaximum Flood Level New floor levels within the development shall be set at or above the Flood Planning Level of 4.29m AHD.All access, ventilation and any other potential water entry points, including entry ramp crests to the basement car park shall be at or above the Flood Planning Level of 4.29m AHD.Fencing below the 1% AEP flood level (including pool fencing, boundary fencing, balconybalustrades and accessway balustrades) shall be open for passage of flood waters - this must be designed with a minimum of 50% open area between the 1% flood level and natural ground level, to allow flood waters to pass through.The development must comply with all recommendations outlined in:
