plans/specifications is required prior to the issue of the Construction Certificate);

(© A sign must be erected in a prominent position on any site on which building work,
subdivision work or demolition work is being carried out:

updated information.

Development that involves an excavation that extends below the level of the base of
the footings of a building on adjoining land, the person having the benefit of the
development consent must, at the person's own expense:

0] protect and support the adjoining premises from possible damage from the
excavation, and

(i) where necessary, underpin the adjoining premises to prevent any such
damage.

(iii) must, at least 7 days before excavating below the level of the base of the

footings of a building on an adjoining allotment of land, give notice of intention
to do so to the owner of the adjoining allotment of land and furnish particulars
of the excavation to the owner of the building being erected or demolished.

(iv) the owner of the adjoining allotment of land is not liable for any part of the
cost of work carried out for the purposes of this clause, whether carried out on
the allotment of land being excavated or on the adjoining allotment of land.

In this clause, allotment of land includes a public road and any other public place.

Reason: Legislative requirement.

4. General Requirements

(a)
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Unless authorised by Council:
Building construction and delivery of material hours are restricted to:
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o  7.00 am to 5.00 pm inclusive Monday to Friday,
o  8.00 amto 1.00 pm inclusive on Saturday,
o No work on Sundays and Public Holidays.

Demolition and excavation works are restricted to:
o  8.00 am to 5.00 pm Monday to Friday only.

(Excavation work includes the use of any excavation machinery and the use of
jackhammers, rock breakers, excavators, loaders and the like, regardless of whether
the activities disturb or alter the natural state of the existing ground stratum or are
breaking up/removing materials from the site).

Should any asbestos be uncovered on site, its demolition and removal must be carried
out in accordance with WorkCover requirements and the relevant Australian
Standards.

At all times after the submission the Notice of Commencement to Council, a copy of
the Development Consent and Construction Certificate is to remain onsite at all times
until the issue of an Occupation Certificate. The consent shall be available for perusal
of any Authorised Officer.

Where demolition works have been completed and new construction works have not
commenced within 4 weeks of the completion of the demolition works that area
affected by the demolition works shall be fully stabilised and the site must be
maintained in a safe and clean state until such time as new construction works
commence.

Onsite toilet facilities (being either connected to the sewer or an accredited sewer

management facility) for workers are to be provided for construction sites at a rate of 1

per 20 persons.

Prior to the release of the Construction Certificate, payment of the following is

required:

i) Long Service Levy - Payment should be made to Service NSW (online or in
person) or alternatively to Northern Beaches Council in person at a Customer
Service Centre. Payment is not required where the value of the works is less
than $250,000. The Long Service Levy is calculated on 0.25% of the building
and construction work. The levy rate and level in which it applies is subject to
legislative change. The applicable fee at the time of payment of the Long
Service Levy will apply.

ii) Section 7.11 or Section 7.12 Contributions Plan — Payment must be made to
Northern Beaches Council. Where the subject land to which the development
is proposed is subject to either a Section 7.11 or 7.12 Contributions Plan, any
contribution to which the development is liable under the respective plan that
applies is to be paid to Council. The outstanding contribution will be indexed
at time of payment in accordance with the relevant Contributions Plan.

iii) Housing and Productivity Contribution - Payment must be made on the NSW

Planning Portal for development to which this contribution applies. The
amount payable is subject to indexation at the time of payment.

The applicant shall bear the cost of all works associated with the development that
occurs on Council’s property.

No skip bins, building materials, demolition or excavation waste of any nature, and no
hoist, plant or machinery (crane, concrete pump or lift) shall be placed on Council’s
footpaths, roadways, parks or grass verges without Council Approval.
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Demolition materials and builders' wastes are to be removed to approved
waste/recycling centres.

No trees or native shrubs or understorey vegetation on public property (footpaths,
roads, reserves, etc.), on the land to be developed, or within adjoining properties, shall
be removed or damaged during excavation or construction unless specifically
approved in this consent including for the erection of any fences, hoardings or other
temporary works.

Prior to the commencement of any development onsite for:

i) Building/s that are to be erected

i) Building/s that are situated in the immediate vicinity of a public place and is
dangerous to persons or property on or in the public place

iii) Building/s that are to be demolished

iv) For any work/s that is to be carried out

V) For any work/s that is to be demolished

The person responsible for the development site is to erect or install on or around the
development area such temporary structures or appliances (wholly within the
development site) as are necessary to protect persons or property and to prevent
unauthorised access to the site in order for the land or premises to be maintained in a
safe or healthy condition. Upon completion of the development, such temporary
structures or appliances are to be removed within 7 days.

A “Road Opening Permit” must be obtained from Council, and all appropriate charges
paid, prior to commencement of any work on Council property. The owner/applicant
shall be responsible for all public utilities and services in the area of the work, shall
notify all relevant Authorities, and bear all costs associated with any repairs and/or
adjustments as those Authorities may deem necessary.

The works must comply with the relevant Ausgrid Network Standards and SafeWork
NSW Codes of Practice.

Requirements for new swimming pools/spas or existing swimming pools/spas affected
by building works.

D Child resistant fencing is to be provided to any swimming pool or lockable
cover to any spa containing water and is to be consistent with the following;

Relevant legislative requirements and relevant Australian Standards
(including but not limited) to:

0] Swimming Pools Act 1992

(ii) Swimming Pools Amendment Act 2009

(iii) Swimming Pools Regulation 2018

(iv) Australian Standard AS1926 Swimming Pool Safety

(V) Australian Standard AS1926.1 Part 1: Safety barriers for swimming
pools

(vi) Australian Standard AS1926.2 Part 2: Location of safety barriers for
swimming pools.

(2) A'KEEP WATCH' pool safety and aquatic based emergency sign, issued by
Royal Life Saving is to be displayed in a prominent position within the
pool/spa area.

3) Filter backwash waters shall be conveyed to the Sydney Water sewerage
system in sewered areas or managed on-site in unsewered areas in a
manner that does not cause pollution, erosion or run off, is separate from the
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irrigation area for any wastewater system and is separate from any onsite
stormwater management system.

(4) Swimming pools and spas must be registered with the Division of Local
Government.

Reason: To ensure that works do not interfere with reasonable amenity expectations of
residents and the community.

5. No Approval for Secondary Dwelling
No approval is granted or implied under this Development Consent for the use of any part of
the dwelling house for the purpose of a secondary dwelling or separate occupancy. Built in
cooking facilities are not permitted to be installed, other than those shown in the designated
kitchen area.

Reason: To ensure compliance with the terms of this consent.

FEES / CHARGES / CONTRIBUTIONS

6. Policy Controls
Northern Beaches Section 7.12 Contributions Plan 2022

A monetary contribution of $8,525.00 is payable to Northern Beaches Council for the provision
of local infrastructure and services pursuant to section 7.12 of the Environmental Planning &
Assessment Act 1979 and the Northern Beaches Section 7.12 Contributions Plan (as
amended).

The monetary contribution is based on a development cost of $852,500.00.

The total amount payable will be adjusted at the time the payment is made, in accordance with
the provisions of the Northern Beaches Section 7.12 Contributions Plan (as amended).

Details demonstrating compliance, by way of written receipts issued by Council, are to be
submitted to the Certifier prior to issue of any Construction Certificate or, if relevant, the
Subdivision Certificate (whichever occurs first).

A copy of the Contributions Plan is available for inspection at 725 Pittwater Road, Dee Why or
on Council’s website at Northern Beaches Council - Development Contributions.

Reason: To provide for contributions in accordance with the Contribution Plan to fund the
provision of new or augmented local infrastructure and services.

BUILDING WORK — BEFORE ISSUE OF A CONSTRUCTION CERTIFICATE

7. Rockfall Ditch Design Near Trees to be Retained
a) rockfall ditch layout plans shall be developed in co-ordination with an Arborist with AQF
minimum Level 5 qualifications in arboriculture, and a qualified Geotechnical Engineer,
complying AS 4970-2009 Protection of trees on development sites. Non-destructive tree root
investigations may be undertaken, if deemed necessary by the Arborist, to help inform the
location for the construction works.

b) the Arborist shall review, comment, recommend design revision as required and approve the

rockfall ditch layout, to ensure its location will be manageable in terms of tree protection
measures.

¢) the Arborist shall submit certification to the Certifier that the location of the rockfall ditch is
accepted.

d) the agreed rockfall ditch layout plans shall be submitted to the Certifier for approval prior to
the issue of a Construction Certificate.

Reason: Tree protection.

No Clearing of Vegetation
Unless otherwise exempt, no vegetation is to be cleared prior to issue of a Construction
Certificate.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to issue of
Construction Certificate.

Reason: To protect native vegetation.

Amendment of Landscape Plans
The submitted Landscape Plan is to be amended in accordance with the following:

o  Development shall ensure that at least 80% of any new planting incorporates native
vegetation (as per species found on the site or listed in Pittwater Spotted Gum
Endangered Ecological Community)

o Landscaping must be prepared in accordance with the requirements for Planning for
Bushfire Protection 2019 and the Bushfire Hazard Assessment Report (Bush Fire
Planning Services, 29/09/2023).

The Landscape Plan is to be amended by a qualified landscape architect and provided to the
Principal Certifier prior to issue of the Construction Certificate.

Reason: To maintain and replace habitat on the site.

Delineation of Asset Protection Zones

Prior to the commencement of any vegetation clearance/modification, the boundaries of the
bushfire Asset Protection Zone (APZ) are to be surveyed and clearly marked by way of
temporary fencing, flagging tape or markers. Clearing of vegetation for APZ establishment must
only occur within the marked APZ boundaries.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to issue of
the Construction Certificate.

Reason: To protect native vegetation and wildlife.

Stormwater Disposal

The applicant is to submit Stormwater Engineering Plans and Certification for the new
development within this development consent in accordance with AS/NZS 3500 and Council's
Water Management for Development Policy and the recommendation in the Geotechnical
Report by Broadcrest Consulting Pty Ltd, dated 28/9/2023, prepared by an appropriately
gualified and practicing Civil or Hydraulic Engineer who has membership to Engineers
Australia, National Engineers Register (NER) or Professionals Australia (RPENG) , indicating
all details relevant to the collection and disposal of stormwater from the site, buildings, paved
areas and where appropriate adjacent catchments.

The design of the stormwater management system to to be certified by the Geotechnical

engineer to ensure compliance with the recommendations of the Geotechnical report.
Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Certifier for approval prior to the
issue of the Construction Certificate.

Reason: To ensure appropriate provision for disposal of stormwater management arising from
the development.

Geotechnical Report Recommendations have been Incorporated into Designs and
Structural Plans

The recommendations of the risk assessment required to manage the hazards as identified in
the Geotechnical Report prepared by Broadcrest Consulting Pty Ltd dated 28/9/2023 are to be
incorporated into the construction plans. Prior to issue of the Construction Certificate, Form 2
of the Geotechnical Risk Management Policy for Pittwater (Appendix 5 of P21 DCP) is to be
completed and submitted to the Certifier.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Certifier prior to the issue of the
Construction Certificate.

Reason: To ensure geotechnical risk is mitigated appropriately.

Erosion and Sediment Control Plan

An Erosion and Sediment Control Plan (ESCP) shall be prepared by an appropriately qualified
person and implemented onsite prior to commencement. The ESCP must meet the
requirements outlined in the Landcom publication Managing Urban Stormwater: Soils and
Construction - Volume 1, 4th Edition (2004). The ESCP must include the following as a
minimum:

o  Site Boundaries and contours

o Approximate location of trees and other vegetation, showing items for removal or
retention (consistent with any other plans attached to the application)

o  Location of site access, proposed roads and other impervious areas (e.g. parking areas
and site facilities)

o  Existing and proposed drainage patterns with stormwater discharge points

o Locations and methods of all erosion and sediment controls that must include sediment
fences, stabilised site access, materials and waste stockpiles locations, location of any
stormwater pits on the site and how they are going to be protected.

o North point and scale.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier for approval
prior to the issue of the Construction Certificate.

Reason: To protect the receiving environment.

Amendments to the approved plans
The following amendments are to be made to the approved plans:

o The top floor studio windows facing south-east and south-west shall have a minimum
sill height of 1.7m from the top floor finished floor level.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Certifier prior to the issue of the
Construction Certificate.

Reason: To require amendments to the plans endorsed by the consent authority following

Updated Construction Management Plan
The Construction Management Plan is to be updated to account for the stone retaining wall
heritage item (Item 2270049) and provide measures to ensure its protection during works.

Details demonstrating compliance with this condition are to be provided to the Principal
Certifying Authority

Reason: Protection of the heritage item during works.

Wastewater Report

Prior to the release of the Construction Certificate, the applicant is to engage a wastewater
consultant to amend the wastewater report to provide details and wastewater plans for the
installation of surface water diversion drains/banks upslope of and around the land application
area in accordance with Australian Standard 1547:2012.

A review of the land application area is to be undertaken and if practicable, extend the land
application area further to the south-west to provide further solar exposure. The amended
Wastewater Report is to be submitted to Council for review, and written approval.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Certifier.

Reason: To ensure compliance with wastewater management.

Compliance with Standards
The development is required to be carried out in accordance with all relevant Australian
Standards.

Details demonstrating compliance with the relevant Australian Standard are to be submitted to
the Certifier prior to the issue of the Construction Certificate.

Reason: To ensure the development is constructed in accordance with appropriate standards.

External Finishes to Roof

The external finish to the roof shall have a Solar Absorptance (SA) greater than 0.46 in
accordance with the requirements of the BASIX Certificate to minimise solar reflections to
neighbouring properties. Any roof with a metallic steel or reflective finish is not permitted.

Green roofs and areas where solar panels (PV) are installed are excluded from conforming to
the SA range.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Certifier prior to the issue of the
construction certificate.

Reason: To ensure that excessive glare or reflectivity nuisance does not occur as a result of
the development.

CONDITIONS THAT MUST BE ADDRESSED PRIOR TO ANY COMMENCEMENT

Project Arborist

a) a Project Arborist with minimum AQF Level 5 in arboriculture shall be engaged prior to any
commencement of works on site to provide tree protection measures in accordance with AS
4970-2009 Protection of trees on development sites.
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b) the Project Arborist shall be in attendance and supervise all works around existing trees to
be retained, and in particular:

i) the construction of the rockfall ditch, and location and installation of the proposed rainwater
tanks.

c) All tree protection measures specified must:

i) be in place before work commences on the site, and

i) be maintained in good condition during the construction period, and
iif) remain in place for the duration of the construction works.

d) the Project Arborist shall provide certification to the Certifier that all tree protection measures
under AS 4970-2009 have been satisfied, and the recommendations listed for the protection of
the existing tree(s) have been carried out satisfactorily to ensure no impact to the health of the
tree(s). Photographic documentation of the condition of all trees to be retained shall be
recorded, including at commencement, during the works and at completion.

Note: any potential impact to trees as assessed by the Project Arborist will require redesign of
any approved component to ensure existing trees upon the subject site and adjoining
properties are preserved and shall be the subject of a modification application where
applicable.

Reason: Tree protection.

DURING BUILDING WORK

20. Wastewater Disposal Areas
Proposed works shall not impact on any wastewater disposal (Land Application Areas) building
materials and equipment shall not be stored within the wastewater disposal areas on site.

Reason: To protect land and infrastructure in the wastewater disposal area from damage and
failure.

21. Tree and Vegetation Protection
a) existing trees and vegetation shall be retained and protected, including:
i) all trees within the site not approved for removal, including trees and vegetation nominated
for retention on the approved Plans,
ii) all trees and vegetation located on adjoining properties,
i) all trees and vegetation within the road reserve.

b) tree protection shall be undertaken as follows:
i) tree protection shall be in accordance with AS 4970-2009 Protection of trees on development
sites,
ii) existing ground levels shall be maintained within the tree protection zone of trees to be
retained, unless authorised by an Arborist/Project Arborist with minimum AQF Level 5 in
arboriculture,
iif) removal of existing tree roots at or >25mm (&) diameter is not permitted without consultation
with an Arborist/Project Arborist with minimum AQF Level 5 in arboriculture,
iv) no excavated material, building material storage, site facilities, nor landscape materials are
to be placed within the canopy dripline of trees and other vegetation required to be retained,
V) structures are to bridge tree roots at or >25mm (&) diameter unless directed by an
Arborist/Project Arborist with minimum AQF Level 5 in arboriculture on site,
vi) excavation for stormwater lines and all other utility services is not permitted within the tree
protection zone, without consultation with an Arborist/Project Arborist with minimum AQF Level
5 in arboriculture including advice on root protection measures,
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23.

vii) should either or all of v) or vi) occur during site establishment and construction works, an
Arborist/Project Arborist with minimum AQF Level 5 in arboriculture shall provide
recommendations for tree protection measures. Details including photographic evidence of
works undertaken shall be submitted by the Arborist/Project Arborist to the Principal Certifier,
viii) any temporary access to, or location of scaffolding within the tree protection zone of a
protected tree or any other tree to be retained during the construction works is to be
undertaken using the protection measures specified in sections 4.5.3 and 4.5.6 of AS 4970-
2009 Protection of trees on development sites,

ix) the activities listed in section 4.2 of AS 4970-2009 Protection of trees on development sites,
shall not occur within the tree protection zone of any tree on the lot or any tree on an adjoining
site,

X) tree pruning from within the site to enable approved works shall not exceed 10% of any tree
canopy, and shall be in accordance with AS 4373-2007 Pruning of amenity trees,

xi) the tree protection measures specified in this clause must: be in place before work
commences on the site, be maintained in good condition during the construction period, and
remain in place for the duration of the construction works.

¢) the Principal Certifier must ensure that:

i) If activated, the arboricultural works listed in a) and b) are undertaken and certified by an
Arborist/Project Arborist as complaint to AS 4970-2009 Protection of trees on development
sites.

Reason: Tree and vegetation protection.

Condition of Trees

a) during the construction period the applicant is responsible for ensuring all existing trees
required to be retained are maintained in a healthy and vigorous condition. This is to be done
by ensuring that all identified tree protection measures are adhered to, or by seeking
arboricultural advice from an Arborist/Project Arborist with minimum AQF Level 5 in
arboriculture during the works. In this regard all protected trees shall not exhibit:

i) a general decline in health and vigour,

if) damaged, crushed or dying roots due to poor pruning techniques,

iif) more than 10% loss or dieback of roots, branches and foliage,

Reason: Protection of trees.

Wildlife Protection

If construction activity associated with this development results in injury or displacement of a
native mammal, bird, reptile or amphibian, a licensed wildlife rescue and rehabilitation
organisation must be contacted for advice.

Reason: To protect native wildlife.
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24. Protection of Habitat Features
All natural landscape features, including any rock outcrops, native vegetation and/or
watercourses, are to remain undisturbed during the construction works, except where affected
by necessary works detailed on approved plans.

Reason: To protect wildlife habitat.

25. Installation and Maintenance of Sediment and Erosion Controls
Council proactively regulates construction sites for sediment management.

Sediment and erosion controls must be installed in accordance with Landcom’s ‘Managing
Urban Stormwater: Soils and Construction’ (2004) and the Erosion and Sediment Control Plan
prior to commencement of any other works on site.

Erosion and sediment controls are to be adequately maintained and monitored at all times,
particularly after periods of rain, and shall remain in proper operation until all development
activities have been completed and vegetation cover has been re-established across 70 percent
of the site, and the remaining areas have been stabilised with ongoing measures such as jute
mesh or matting.

Reason: To protect the receiving environment.

26. Use of Equipment and Vessels in the Vicinity of Seagrass
No equipment is to be placed on any seagrass beds.

Inshore infrastructure for mooring vessels and plant must be used where suitable. Where
mooring lines or cables are required, they shall be suitably buoyed prior to laying and kept

buoyed once laid to prevent cable drag or swing damage (scalping). Where this is impractical,
contractors should use a floating rope.

Vessels must have adequate clearance over seagrass beds, including allowance for tidal
movement, swell/wind wave heights and vessel propulsion.

Reason: Protection of seagrass.

27. No Access Through Land Owned or Managed by NPWS
Site access is not approved for delivery of materials nor construction of the development
through adjacent land owned or managed by NPWS, without the written approval of NPWS.
Reason: Public safety, landscape amenity and tree protection.

28. Storage of Materials on Land Owned or Managed by NPWS Prohibited
The dumping or storage of building materials, equipment, machinery, spoil, vegetation, green
waste or any other material in land owned or managed by NPWS is prohibited.
Reason: Public safety and environmental protection.

29. Geotechnical Requirements
All recommendations (if any) included in the Geotechnical Report referenced in Condition 1 of

this consent are required to be complied with during works.

Reason: To ensure geotechnical risk is mitigated appropriately.
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30. Survey Certificate
A survey certificate prepared by a Registered Surveyor at the following stages of construction:

(a) Commencement of perimeter walls columns and or other structural elements to ensure the
wall or structure, to boundary setbacks are in accordance with the approved details.

(b) At ground level to ensure the finished floor levels are in accordance with the approved
levels, prior to concrete slab being poured/flooring being laid.

(c) At completion of the roof frame confirming the finished roof/ridge height is in accordance
with levels indicated on the approved plans.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier.

Reason: To determine the height of buildings under construction comply with levels shown on
approved plans.

31. Waste Management During Development
The reuse, recycling or disposal of waste during works must be done generally in accordance
with the Waste Management Plan for this development.

Details demonstrating compliance must be submitted to the Principal Certifier.
Reason: To ensure demolition and construction waste is recycled or reused and to limit landfill.

32. Aboriginal Heritage
If in undertaking excavations or works any Aboriginal site or object is, or is thought to have
been found, all works are to cease immediately and the applicant is to contact the Aboriginal
Heritage Officer for Northern Beaches Council, and the Cultural Heritage Division of the
Department of Planning and Environment.

Any work to a site that is discovered to be the location of an Aboriginal object, within the
meaning of the National Parks and Wildlife Act 1974, requires a permit from the Director of the
Department of Planning and Environment.

Reason: Aboriginal Heritage Protection.

33. Installation and Certification of Solid/Fuel Burning Heater
The solid fuel heater must be certified to comply with Australian Standards 4012 and 4013.

Provide to the Principal Certifier certification that the solid fuel heater has been installed by an
appropriately experienced and qualified person, in accordance with the relevant provisions of
AS2918 — Domestic Solid Fuel Burning Appliances — Installation.
Reason: To ensure the installation is completed in a legislatively compliant manner.

34. Wastewater System Compliance
All recommendations and required works as contained within the report by Broadcrest
Consulting Pty Ltd dated March 2024, reference 3258-WW-A-02, and amended report as per
prior to Construction Certificate condition being implemented.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier.

Reason: To ensure the wastewater disposal system is compliant and will not create a risk to
public health.

Wastewater System Installation Approved by a Suitably Qualified Person
