Transport for New Scuth Wales has reviewed the submitted application and requests the
following requirements to be included as conditions in any consent issued by Council:

1. Detaded design plans and hydraulic calculations of any changes to the stormwater
drainage system are to be submitted to TINSW for approval, prior to the commencement
of any works. Documents should be submitted to Development. Sydney@rmms.nsw.gov.au

A plan checking fee will be payable and a performance bond may be required before
TINSW approval is issued.

2. The developer is to submit design drawings and documents relating to the excavation of
the sie and support structures to TINSW for assessment, in accordance with Technical
Direction GTD2012/001.

The deweloper is to submit 3l documentation at least six (§) weeks prior to

commencement of construction and is to meet the full cost of the assessment by TINSW.

Excavation below the level of the base of the footings of Condamane street are proposed.
The person actng on the consent shall ensure that TFMSW are gwen at least
(7} day nobice of the intention to excavate below the base of the footings. The nobice is to
include complete detals of the work.

Motice should also be given to council for excavation below the base of the footings on
other adjoining local roadways with at least seven (7) day notice of the intention.

3. All demolition and constrection vehicles are to be contained wholly within the site and
wehicles must enter the site before stoppang. A construction zone will not be permitied on
Condamine Strest.

4. A Road Occupancy Licence (ROL) should be obtained from Transport Management

Centre for any works that may impact on traffic flows on Condamine Street during
construction activities. A ROL can be obtained through

5. A Construction Traffic Management Plan detailing construction vehicle routes, number of
trucks, hours of operation, access amangements and traffic control should be submitted
to Council for approwal prior to the issue of a Construction Certificate.

In addition to the abowe, TINSW prowides the followng advisory comments to Council for
consideration n its determination of the development application:

1. Transport for NSW (Roads) advises that the subject property is within a broad area
currently under investigation for the proposed Western Harbowr Tunnel and Beaches Link
miotoreiay. An updated reference design has been released for the road proposal and at
present TINSW (Roads) advises that the subject property remains within the area of
inwestigation.

The NSW Government has camied out extensive community engagement on the
proposed design. Feedback received from all stakeholders will be considered as the
design is finalised for the project’s environmental assessment, which includes exhibition
of environmental impact statements. The environmental impact statement for the
Western Harbour Tunnel and Wamingah Freeway Upgrade was on display between 22
January and 30 March 2020, and is now complete. A submissions report to respond to
the issues raised is being prepared and will b= made public. The environmental mpact
staternent for the Beaches Link will be on display later this year.
