Detailed Site Description: The subject site consists of one (1) allotment located on the
eastern side of Marine Parade. 

The site is irregular in shape with a frontage of 21.135m
along Marine Parade and a depth of 96.01m.  The site has
a surveyed area of 1701m².

The site is located within the C2 Environmental
Conservation zone and C4 Environmental Living zone
under the PLEP 2014. The site is currently occupied by a
dwelling house. 

The site slopes down from the western frontage towards the
eastern rear. 

Detailed Description of Adjoining/Surrounding
Development

Adjoining and surrounding development is characterised by
residential dwellings of varying sizes and styles.

EXISTING USE RIGHTS

Existing Use Rights are not applicable to this application.

BUSHFIRE PRONE LAND

The site is classified as bush fire prone land. Section 4.14 of the Environmental Planning and
Assessment Act 1979 requires Council to be satisfied that the development conforms to the
specifications and requirements of the version (as prescribed by the regulations) of the document
entitled Planning for Bush Fire Protection.

A Bush Fire Report was submitted with the original development application that included a certificate
(prepared by Building Code and Bushfire Hazard Solutions, dated 16 December 2019) stating that the
development conforms to the relevant specifications and requirements within Planning for Bush Fire
Protection. The recommendations of the Bush Fire Report have been included as conditions of
consent.

NOTIFICATION & SUBMISSIONS RECEIVED

The subject application has been publicly exhibited from 10/09/2024 to 24/09/2024 in accordance with
the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979, Environmental Planning and Assessment
Regulation 2021 and the Community Participation Plan.

As a result of the public exhibition of the application Council received no submissions.
