a) inthe case of a threatened species, whether the proposed development or activity is likely to have an adverse effect on the life cycle of the species such that a viable local
population of the species is likely to be placed at risk of extinction,
b) inthe case of an endangered ecological community or critically endangered ecological community, whether the proposed development or activity:
i is likely to have an adverse effect on the extent of the ecological community such that its local occurrence is likely to be placed at risk of extinction, or
ii. is likely to substantially and adversely modify the composition of the ecological community such that its local occurrence is likely to be placed at risk of extinction,
c) inrelation to the habitat of a threatened species or ecological community:
i the extent to which habitat is likely to be removed or modified as a result of the proposed development or activity, and
ii. whether an area of habitat is likely to become fragmented or isolated from other areas of habitat as a result of the proposed development or activity, and

(2) The Minister may, by order published in the Gazette with the concurrence of the Minister for Planning, issue guidelines relating to the determination of whether a proposed
development or activity is likely to significantly affect threatened species or ecological communities, or their habitats. Any such guidelines may include consideration of the
implementation of strategies under the Biodiversity Conservation Program.
