B67: On-site planting schedule fo be submitted prior to CC. this
will consist of 80% locally native species, be highly diverse in
selection (as per BCMP —Malcolm Bruce BA — Environmental
Consultant and Arborist - Prepared for Mr S Avery) and planting
is to be done in a clumping fashion sp as to provide suitable
wildlife habitat/refuge. To be signed off by a Bushland
Management Consultant.

My Avery has agreed to the following planting schedule: -

1) Prior to commencement of construction of the proposed
dwelling, all or any indigenous plants removed from the
proposed construction area, particularity any Xanthorrheas, are
to be immediately replanted in an area slightly to the west of the
proposed construction area.

Prior to commencement of construction of proposed dwelling a
hedge of Allocasuarina torulosa and Acacia floribunda are to be
planted along the boundary of the adjoining upslope property.

Following the stabilisation of the proposed excavated soil area
the main component of the Landscape Design Plan (C McKenzie
author) is to be implemented.

During construction of the proposed dwelling the following trees
are to be planted at various locations on the allotment outside
the Asset Protection Zone: -

a) Angophora costata

Eleocarpus reticulatis

Within three months of planting the species in the above part,
various shrubs and small trees are to be planted around the trees
described in the previous point, 1ncludmg -
a) Xanthorrhoea arborea

Ceratopetalum gummferum

6) Within three months pf plant of shrubs and smallAF
following ground covers are to be planted in
trees mentjoned in point 4: - .

@) Indigofera australis

b) Leptospermum lanigerum

7) Within 12 month of the completion of the construction of the proposed
dwelling all components of the Landscape Design Plan (C McKenzie
author) is to be implemented.

B68: All 8-Part Test recommendations (Eight Part Test —~Malcolm Bruce BA —
Environmental Consultant and Arborist - Prepared for Mr S Avery) to be

undertaken and signed off by a Bushland Management Consultant.

Recommendation 1: The removal of these trees has been outlined in the
Landscape Design Plan, which supports the Eight Part Test recommendations.

Recommendation 2: The Applicant has arranged with a local nursery for the
purchase of a range on indigenous plants outlined in the Ecological
Sustainability Concept Plan. :

Recommendation 3: Where possible the Applicant is undertaking to transplant
suitable plants from within the proposed construction zone to disturbed areas
on the allotment, such as transplanting Xanthorrheas to a disturbed area
adjoining the proposed dwelling.

Recommendations 4 and 5: The Applicant will not own either a cat or dag,
whilst residing at 3 Boundary Street.

Recommendation 6: On completion of construction of the proposed dwelling
the Applicant will install suitable possum boxes throughout the retained
bushland on the Allotment.

Recommendation 7: Apart from some specimens within the construction are of
the proposed dwelling all Allocasuarina torulosa trees are to be retained on the
Allotment. Additionally, replacements for removed specimens are to be planted
on cleared areas of the Allotment.

Conclusion: The Applicant has fulfilled the majority of these recommendations
and has shown evidence of intention to fore fill the remainder.

3 Boundary Compliancy Letter 1
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{(BCMP -Malcolm Bruce BA - Environmenial Consultant and Arborist -

Prepared for Mr S Avery) to be satisfied prior to CC.

Recommendation 1: The Bush Fire Danger Period for NSW (including the
Pittwater LGA) has been brought forward to the 1™ August 2004, due to the
extreme fire danger. The Keetch-Byram Drought Index has been averaging 130
over the past months. This extreme reading is normally only achieve during
Mid Summer. Effectively, a prescribed bushfire on this Allotment would be
unsafe and should not be conducted. The Applicant, Mr S Avery, has
undertaken to liaise with the Warringah/Pittwater Fire Mitigation Officer and
the Captain of Ingleside Brigade, in relation to obtaining a fire permits and
approval, as well having an environmental assessment conducted.
Recommendation 1 will be carried out when it is safe to do so. This
recommendation should be postponed undl the 2005 prescribed fire season.

Recommendations 2, 3 and 4: The Applicant Mr Avery has undertaken a
selective spraying programme, targeting Lantana, Pampas Grass and Asparagus
Fern. Additionally the Applicant has conducted a hand weeding programme
with both noxious and environmental weeds. Further, during construction
mechanical removal a weedy area within the footprint of the proposed
dwelling will be undertaken. Environmental weeds along the track in the
northern part of the block have been sprayed and hand weeded.

Recommendations 5 and 6: The Banana and Mulberry Trees have been flagged
and will be removed prior to commencement of construction of proposed
dwelling.

Recommendation 7: The Applicant has been physically removing weeds from
the Allotment after weeding has occurred.

Recommendations 8, 9 and 10: The Landscape Design Plan has been mspected
and reflects the needs for the creation maintenance of an Asset Protection
Zone for the proposed dwelling. This plan has recommended the removal of
some highly inflammable plants, while supporting the retention of less
flammable species. The creation of an Asset Protection Zone will also be aided
- by the carry out of Recommendation 1 during the 2005 Prescribed burning
season or before depending on the advice given by the Rural Fires Service.,

Recommendations 11: The landscape Design Plan has recommended the
removal of some trees at the forefront of the proposed dwelling and has not
recommended any planting in the area to the front of the proposed dwelling.

Recommendation 12: The planting of Angophora costata specimens is part of
the Landscape Design Plan.

Recommendation 13: The Applicant has no intention to clear this are and has

not entered this location. The riparian zone along Narrabeen Creek has been
retained in a natural state.
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Recommendations 17 and 19: At this point in time the Soft Bracken Stand has
not been under scrubbed or subjected to a prescribed bushfire. The area
directly below the location of the proposed dwelling has been retained as a
landscape feature. Additionally the cleared are in the northern section of the
Allotment will be retained as clear space and not revegetated. This area is to
be set aside as it is additionally required to form part of the northern Asset
Protection Zone. This area will provide an adequate location for the foraging of
Bandicoots. The Applicant does not propose to own any pet, including cats or
dogs, on this Allotment.

Conclusion: Apart from postponing Recommendation 1 due to the declaration
of Bush Fire Danger Period for NSW, the Applicant has taken steps to satisfy
all the conditions within the BCMP —Malcolm Bruce BA - Environmental
Consultant and Arborist. Several of the recommendations are contained within
the Landscape Design Plan and other are fully supported by the actions of the
Applicant
