The reflectivity index of new external glazing for windows, walls or roof
finishes of the proposed development is to be no greater than 20%
(expressed as a per centum of the reflected light falling upon any surface).

Reason: To ensure that excessive glare or reflectivity nuisance from glazing
does not occur as a result of the development.

B. Conditions 11 and 19 are to be deleted

DA2009/0941 dated 17 May 2010.

Please note that on site works cannot proceed unless a Construction Certificate
application for the modified proposal has been lodged with and approved by Council or
an accredited certifier, and relevant conditions of the Development Application have
been carried out.
