e Absence of current Consent to lodge DA from the Department of Crown Lands under the NSW
Planning, Industries & Environment

e Absence of current Consent to lodge DA from Northern Beaches Council

The proposal as submitted is not supported due the likely impacts on access along the public foreshore
and likely impacts on the marine environment as noted in the Marine Habitat Survey report submitted
with the application and the DPI Fisheries response to this proposal. These impacts are inconsistent
with the above listed planning controls and legislation. Any application for a boatshed, ramp, slipway,
concrete jetty, timber jetty & steps and berthing area at this site requires concurrence from DPI fisheries
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and must satisfy the following matters:

A footprint that is similar to the original structures

No reclamation of waterfront land for private development

A proposal that is in accordance with the Environmentally Friendly Seawalls Guideline (OEH 2009)
Provision of public access along the foreshore

Address potential impacts to marine habitat

The proposal is therefore unsupported.
