
Engineering Referral Response

Reasons for referral

This application seeks consent for the following: 

l New Dwellings or
l Applications that require OSD where additional impervious area exceeds 50m2 or
l Alterations to existing or new driveways or
l Where proposals affect or are adjacent to Council drainage infrastructure incl. watercourses and 

drainage channels or
l Torrens, Stratum and Community Title Subdivisions or
l All new Commercial and Industrial and RFB Development with the exception of signage or
l Works/uses in flood affected areas

And as such, Council's development engineers are required to consider the likely impacts on drainage 
regimes. 

Officer comments

The proposed development does not require OSD and connection of stormwater into the existing 
system is acceptable. The proposed parking bays are shown to be constructed off the existing private 
road servicing the existing development.

Development Engineering support the proposal, subject to conditions as recommended. 

The proposal is therefore supported.

Recommended Engineering Conditions:

Stormwater Disposal
The applicant is to submit Stormwater Engineering Plans for the new development within this 
development consent, prepared by an appropriately qualified and practicing Civil Engineer, indicating all 
details relevant to the collection and disposal of stormwater from the proposed paved areas and where 
appropriate adjacent catchments. Stormwater shall be conveyed from the site to the existing drainage
system.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier for approval prior to the 
issue of the Construction Certificate.

Reason: To ensure appropriate provision for disposal and stormwater management arising from the 
development. 

Parking Facility Works
The Applicant is to ensure the proposed parking facility works within the private property are designed 
in accordance with the requirements of AS/NZS 2890.1:2004 by a suitably qualified Civil Engineer.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier for approval prior to the 
issue of the Construction Certificate.

Reason:  To ensure suitable vehicular parking to private property. 

Structural Adequacy and Excavation Work
Excavation work is to ensure the stability of the soil material of adjoining properties, the protection of 
adjoining buildings, services, structures and / or public infrastructure from damage using underpinning, 
shoring, retaining walls and support where required. All retaining walls are to be structurally adequate 
for the intended purpose, designed and certified by a Structural Engineer.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to the issue of the
Construction Certificate.

Reason: To provide public and private safety.

Civil Works Supervision
The Applicant shall ensure all civil works approved in the Construction Certificate are supervised by an 
appropriately qualified and practicing Civil Engineer.

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier.

Reason: To ensure compliance of civil works. 

Stormwater Disposal
The stormwater drainage works shall be certified as compliant with all relevant Australian Standards 
and Codes by a suitably qualified person. 

Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to the issue of an 
Occupation Certificate. 

Reason: To ensure appropriate provision for the disposal of stormwater arising from the development.

Certification Parking Facility Work
The Applicant shall submit a Civil Engineers’ certificate certifying that the parking facility works were 
constructed in accordance with this development consent and the provisions of Australian/New Zealand 
Standard AS/NZS 2890.1:2004 parking facilities - Off-street car parking.

CONDITIONS TO BE COMPLIED WITH DURING DEMOLITION AND BUILDING WORK 

CONDITIONS WHICH MUST BE COMPLIED WITH PRIOR TO THE ISSUE OF THE 
OCCUPATION CERTIFICATE
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Details demonstrating compliance are to be submitted to the Principal Certifier prior to the issue of an 
Occupation Certificate.

Reason: Compliance with this consent.
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
